REPORT OF AUDITOR 

To Messengers of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, 
Convened at Fort Wor,th, November 13, 14, 1962: 

I have this- day, October 29, 1962, complE!1ted an audit of the books 
of Corres-ponding Secretary-Treasurer, Bro. J. W. Harper. In. the 
course of checking these books, I have obse['ved many elrrors, a's a 
result of which the loedger account does not correspond m the amounts 
on hand with the statement of the bank. The'se ddfferences have 
arisen because of the following errors: 

(1) The corrected balance shown by your auditor last year was 
nort ·entered in the account books, so that la·st year's errors are still. 
carried over through the current year now ending; 

(2) Many errors of addition made in bank deposit slips, most of 
which were minor, but which repres·ent an accumulated amount of 
several dollars', and whdch were corrected by the bank, we·re never 
corrected in the account book; 

(3) A few checks whiich were returned by the bank on which they 
wecre drawn because of insufflicient funds, unendorsed, 0[' other 
reasons, were never deducted from ·the ledger account; 

(4) Miscellaneous errors- were made in bookkeeping, in that 
figures were transfel1l'ed inaccurately, figure\S. were inverted m some 
casles, some small checks were not entered at aU. 

As a result of these things your auditor finds th'at there was a 
balance tn the bank of September 30, 1962, (rthe date on whiich the 
audlit period ended), of only $17.34, after addling deposits made and 
not included in the bank statements in hand and a:£ter deductdng all 
outstanding checks. However, the accouilit books show balances of 
$98.64 in the State Mission Fund and $73.15 in the, Minute Fund, for 
a tartal balance of $171.79. 

In view of these things your auditor would like ·to make the fol... 
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lowing recommendations: 
(1) That before beginIl!i.ng the record for the new Y'ear, the exact 

amount of fUlnds! now held in the depository bank, be accurately 
a,scertaiood aoo Itha t this be the beginning figure (afiter dedUICtion 
of any Checks which may be outstanding) entered upon the books for 
the a,s'sociatiQJlJal year, 1962-1963; 

(2) That our secretaJI"Y-treasurer of mis,slions be requested to 
arrange with the diepoS'ltory bank to mail to him monthly statements 
of account, rather ,than Y'early startements as h€Jretofore; 

(3) That tlbJe depository bank ,be asked to immediately notify the 
ooc:retary-treasUTer by madl of any checks on which payment has 
been withheld by the bank on which dl1awn, and that said bank also 
nOilIify him of any change made in deposit slip figures so. that such 
changes can be verified by him and shown upon the record; 

(4) That the secretary-treasurer endeavor to correct any differ­
ences between his I1ecord and' thart of the depository ba,nk by caJreful 
comparison of the record book Wiith the monthly statement, so that 
sUClh deficiencies may not appear at the ,end of th€J year.

WOMEN'S AUXILIARY REPORT 

The Women's Auxiliaries of the churches composmg the Mdssion­
ary BaptiSJt Association of Texas submit the following report of the 
meeting held November 12, 1962, at Fort Worth. 

There WeIDe 40 Auxiliaries represented with a total pr.esent of 
125. A total of 49 cburches weTe represented. Amount of money 
raised for the state wide project was $103.61. 

The state wdde project for .the Women's Auxilialies for 1962-63 
is to help purchase property for the Denton Mission. 'The property 
costs' approximately $7,000 for 3 01' 4 a cres . $1,000 ~s needed fOl' the 
down payment. Our goal for this project is !.he amowl t of lhe down 
payment ($1,000). 

We recommend that each auxiliary in the State raise a t least 
$20.00 each throUigh some special project and send it to Mrs. Frank 
Summers, Box 405, Mt. Enterprise, Texas, as soon as possible as 
the money is needed promptly. 

We further recommend tbat the auxiliari~ take ,a special Merest 
in the making of the display positers, and that a panel of judges be 
ele cted to judge uhem according ,to their neatness and originality. 

We further encourage the auxi1taries to remember the Library 
of the 'I1exas Baptist Insrtltute wiJtih their offerings. We recommend 
that a 'book-a-month plan (or something similar) be set up to aid 
the auxiliaries in purchasing books for the Libr,ary. 

We continue to encourage ithe establishment of new auxiliaries 
and especially s;tress more interest in souil winning and oth& spiritual 
work.

Jose Jarken, who is ~n bad 
need of our financial help.

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CHRISTIAN EDUCATION REPOBT 

In the broadest sense of temlS Christian Educ-ation is any edu­
cation that is Christian in its nature and application. While our 
c-hurches are not operating in the field of secular education, we 
feel that ,it is our s'acred duty to train our youth and Baptist people 
in such a way that ,the Ohristian way of life will be interwoven into 
whatever seculalI' education they may obtain. 

Great strides of improvement and development have been made 
in 1Jhe educationaJ work of our churches in Sunday Schools and 
Baptist Training Course programs. Many of our churches are con­
stan<hly spending thousands of dollars in providing adequate buildings 
fOlI' departmental and graded Sunday Schools as well as Baptist 
TraJning Service. Better teachers are constaUltly being ,trained and 
better work done. Vacation Bible SC'hools are being taught every 
Summer in vast numbers' of our churches and the Sunday School 
Record System has been adopted by many churches. 

'Ihe training of our ministry is' a special training miniSltry of our 
churches in The Missionary Baptist Association through Texas Bap­
tist Institute, Henderson, Texas. Individual churches have also car­
ried on special courses for the training of the ministry lin different 
sections. 

The Texas Baptrl.st Institute ,is in its 14th year of operation as a 
full time school. It has grown financially from zero to total assets 
of some $90,000.00, (nd.nety ,thousand dollars>. This repre&ents the 
actual amount invest.ed in real estate and not the appraised value. 
The enrollment for this, school year has already broken all records 
for full time regula/I" students. 

While the, school operates primarily on the fre8J\vill offerings 
of the churches, endowments to the school have reached a net amount 
of some thirty-five thousand dollars. These endowments consist of 
four buildings which are used as dormitories and foUll' acres of groU!lld 
exclusive of the administratiOUl building and grounds; also the' Bap­
tist Monitor and the Book Store. The Book Stor,e now has a net 
value of $9,539.00 in stock alone and, in addiitrl.on to retiring some 
endebtedUless against its building, lis paying the s-a:lary of one olf our 
teachers and helping to pay fue salary of another. 

Total receipts for the past ye-ar were in amount of $38,493.00. 
And came from the following sources: Book sales and Baptist Mon­
itor $13,071; Building offerings, Endowment offerings and rentals 
on property $10,323; Offerings for General Fund (operational ex­
penses) $15,099. 

We closed <!!he year with a cash balance on hand in the General 
Fund in amount of $66.55. 

QUII.' needs are constant. We hav,e not been able to pay teachers 
as we should, yet they do not complain. We need more housing 
facilities for oUir students. Our library constantly needs new addi­
tiOlllS. More and more supp][es can be, used for the stoce room. 

The school desperately needs a full trl.me secretary. This year 
the siIluden~ body is hiring andJ paying for a secreta,ry during the 
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school months. 
Our total liabilities are $20,799. All of this debt is self-liquidai1lling 

except $4,000 <llgainst the adminlilstratiDn building. OUll."" buildiings have 
recently been l'eIpaired ailld painted and are in gDod condition.

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STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY 

SECTION I. 

The messengers of the churches of ,the Missiona;ry Baptlst; Asso­
cialtion of Texas will not recommend any man to the missioD field 
unless be has mst been eTecil;ed or endorsed as a missionary by tIhe 
church of his membership, sadd church being associated with, and 
\SUbscribing to rthe principles and praotices of the chulrches of 1he 
Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

SECTION II. 

Each church recommendJing a missionary fram. their memberS/blip 
to ;the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in 
annual session is requested to submit for public reading a brief sum­
mary of iIlhe activities of the recommended missionary in the ministry 
that the messengers may know something of ,11he abd.liJti.es, training, 
and work of the man. This information will. greatly aid the messen­
gers from the churches in makdng their decisions about individual 
missionaries. 

SECTION III. 

We recognize lIhat a missionary elected by his local church, if it 
be a Scriptural church is a Scriptural missionary, willhout recommen­
dation of the messengers from the churches of ,the Missionary Bap­
tist Association of Texas. 

SECTION IV. 

Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name rec­
ommended for endorsement by the messengers in annual session. 

SECTION V. 

We recognize as Scriptural the righlt of the messengers in annual 
session to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries. 

SECTION VI. 

All mISSIOnaries of the churches working as State Missionaries 
under .the recommendations of ,the messengers shall make a writiten 
monthly report to the Secretary-Treasurer. This report shall tell of 
the work done during :the month and shaR ldSJt all money collected on 
the field. Reports shall be made available ,to the churches and a 
yearly report published in the minutes. Money collected on the field, 
unless designated to some special church or mission project, shall be 
counted as salary. 

SECTION VII. 

State Mission work shall be defined as follows: 

1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, 
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or in clities large enot1igh 10 have two or more churches. 
2. Work with weak pastorless Cihwrches, to aid ,them in growing 

and securing a pastor. 
3. Alrthough we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in 

es1labl1slhed churclhes wdllh regular pastors, should not be counted as 
mission work. 

4. A month's work should include rut least 160 hours actually 
spellit in constructive missdon work. 

SECTION vm. 
We :recommend: 
1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we 

have no churches. 
2. When a churcth bas been organized under ;the leadership of a 

missionary, ibh:att he remam as missdonary pastor until such time as 
the church can call and support a pastor. 

3. That the missionari.~s encourage newly organized chUil"ches to 
support State Missions and other Phases of mission work. 

4. That the missionaries seek :to lead 1Jhe newly organdzed churches 
to adopt, and put Ito proper use, a good Sunday School record system 
and pJan of Sunday School org~tion. 

5. That the missionaries lead ,the newly estahUshed churches to 
follow a detimte plan of organized visi'flation evangelism. 

6. That Ithe missionaries not be used as a supply preacher m. our 
established churches where pasbors are on !the field. 

7. '!bat missdonaries not pastor a church .tbIa<t ds recogn4zed as a 
se1l-supportLng chUil"Cih, regardless of how much at his salary they 
m4eh'tl pay. 
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ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 

ARTICLE I-Name 

This Association shall be lmown as The Missionary Baptist Asso­
ciation of Texas. 

ARTICLE II-Object 

The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest 
in the welfare of the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among 
the chur~s, and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest 
possible activity in missionary, educational, and benevolent enter­
prises. 

ARTICLE III-How Composed 

Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular 
independent Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose 
to cooperate in carrying out the object of this Association. 

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be 
composed of messengers elected by the churches composing it. 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association 
shall be entitled to three messengers. 

Seiltion 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification 
of her messengers. 

ARTICLE IV-Nature 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, 
formed as a council in matters pedaining to missionary, educational, 
and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V-Principles 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognjze the 
freedom of speech as essential to the highest achievement in its work. 
It shan stand or fall on its own conformity to the truth. It shall ex­
ercise no ecclesiastical authority, but it shall. by eVel'Y precaution, 
recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. 
It shall also encourage on the part of the church and the messengers 
the greatest possible freedom of expression in discussing matters 
pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI-Powers 

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the 
work of awakening enthusiasm in rrusslOnary, educational, and 
benevolent enterprises, and receiving and distributing funds for the 
same. 

ARTICLE VII-Funds 

Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by vo}. 
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untary donations secured sole~y upon the merits of the cause in the 
interest of which appeals are made for gifts; provided, this is not to 
prevent the use of any income or any property that may be acquired 
by donation or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorize4 by an act of 
this Messenger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized com­
mittees of this assembly hereinafter provided for; but in no instance 
shall ,the assembly or any committee of it use means in violation of 
the eiXpressed preference of the donor. 

ARTICLE VIII-Officers 

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a 
moderator, an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and 
a corresponding secretary-treasurer. 

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, 
and shall hold their offices until their successors are elected and the 
same shall be true of all members of standing committees. All officers 
shall be elected by a majority of the messengers voting. No mod­
erator shall succeed himself more than one year. 

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed 
by the Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the 
churches. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary­
treasurer to take charge of money and valuables not specifically 
entrusted Ito someone else and to dispose of same as he may be 
directed by this Messenger Assembly. He shall make an annual 
report to this assembly of all monies received and disbursed. 

Section 5. 'rhe recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the 
records of this Association, will superintend the printing and distri­
bution of minutes of such regular meetings as the messengers may 
direct. 

ARTICLE IX-Committees 

Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one 
representative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty 
of the committee shall be to meet quarterly, or as, directed by the 
Messenger Assembly, in the interest of all the work. It shall be em­
powered to fill vacancies of regular offices, between sessions of the 
Me's,senger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger 
Assembly when needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall 
be the trustees of the Association: Namely, the moderator, assistant 
moderator, two recording secretaries, and secretary-treasurer, subject 
to the direction of the Messenger Assembly, and they are empowered 
to act in legal capacity as trustees of tills Association. 

ARTICLE X-Missionaries 

We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission 
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was given to the New Testament Church, and the authority must re­
main forever with the churches. Therefore, the right and privilege 
of every church of this Association to endorse, set apart or send out 
missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis­
sionaries of its own choosing, and the act of one church in sending 
out missionaries can in no way bind or obligate any other church. 
The churches shall be free and their support of missionaries shall be 
voluntary on their part. 

ARTICLE XI-Meeting 

The regular meeting of the Church Messengers shall be at such 
time and place as the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XIT-Amendments 

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Arti­
cles of Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send to the 
annual meeting a copy of the proposed change; the Messenger Assem­
bly will then submit the proposed change to each cooperating church; 
If two-thirds of the cooperating churches vote for the change. then 
the Articles of Agreement shall be amended to conform to the pro­
posed change. Two-thirds of the churches r epresenting in the assem­
bly in the previous year shall be the number dete.:mining the results.

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 
TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 

The name of the organization shall be the Women's Auxiliary of 
the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE U. - Definition 
The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local aux­

iliaries of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Asso­
ciation of Texas. 

ARTICLE UI. - Purpose 

The purpose of ,this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the 
women of the local churches ,to be acilive in all phases of the work 
in which they have the scriptural right to participate and to encour­
~e 'the establishment of auxiliaries in all of our churches where none 
exist. 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 

The Stalte Auxiliary shall moot aIUlually at 1:30 P.M., on Monday 
before aIUlual session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, 
or at such time as may be designated by the messenger body. The 
place of each meeting shall be determined by majority vote of the 
messengers. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 

The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) President; (2) 
First Vice-President; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Sec­
retary; (5) Assistant Recording Secretary; (6) Treasurer; (7) Assist­
ant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding Secretary, and (9) Bible and Tract 
Distributor. 

ARTICLE VI. - Election of Officers 

All officers shall be elected annually by nomdnatdon and majority 
vote. No officer shall succeed herself more than once consecwtively. 

ARTICLE YD. - Duties of Officers 

SECTION I-President 
The duties of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over ail sta.te Meetings; (b) To appoint commit­

tees as direoted by the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings 
when necessary; (d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the 
work. 
SECTION U-Vice President 

The duties of the Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings in ,the absence of the Pres1de1lit1 

or when called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that 
usually devolve upon such officers. 
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SECTION llI--Secretary 
The dwties of the Secretary shall be: 
(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To 

announce special meetings; (cl To prepare and read reports as in­
structed by the Messenger Body; (d) To perform such other duties 
as may be necessary in carrying on ;!;he work of this office. 

SECTION IV-fl'r€asUTer 
The durties of tile TreasUl'er shall be to receive and disbUTse 

funds as design!l!ted by !\;he donors. 

SECTION V -Corresponding Secretary 
The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be: 
(a) To cOll'Tespond about necessary ma.tters with the officers of 

the StaJte OrganJizal1li.on; (b) To reporvt through OUll' religious papers 
on the activities of Women's Work; (c) to correspond with the State 
officers of other Sta,te Auxiliaries with regard ,to work and meetings; 
(d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active 
and inactive. 

SECTION VI-Bible and Tract Distributor 
The dUJties of the Bible and Tract distributor shall be: 
(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and 

Tract Work; (b) To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs 
for the carrying on of Itilis work; (c) To supply local auxiliaries' with 
traots for distribution in their fields of work. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 

Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been 
chosen by her Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 

All cOIllt.ributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary 
offerings and shall be given to the TreastU'er for proper disbursement. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 

Section I. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work 
accomplished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers 
of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of 
Texas, when they are convened in annual session. 

Section II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal 
Service Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be 
made at each annual session of .this Auxiliary as provided for in the 
program of tha.t meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 

Section I. Committees shall be appod.nted by the President except 
when the President requests that they be elected. 

Section II. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session 
to recommend specific plans by which Girls Auxiliaries may be es­
tablished, promoted and interest increased in ,the individual Girls 
Auxiliaries. 
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Section m. A commilltJtee of five women, consisting of one mem­
ber :from each section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for 
the purpose of encouraging and helping wih the work of establishing 
new auxiliaries. The First Vke-Presddent shall be chairman of this 
commiJttee. 

Secilion lV. A program commLttee shall be appointed by the Pres­
ident to work wirth Ithe ente~aining church in preparation of tile pr<r 
gram ma;llerial for each annual meeting. 

ARTICLE XU. - Amendment 

These articles of agreement shall nOil; be changed or amended 
UII!less the change of amendment be offered in writing during Jthe 
afternoon session and permitted to layover until ,the night session. It 
may then be adopted only by a vote of two-thirds of the messengers.
