CHRISTIAN EDUCATION REPORT

In the scope of our Associational work, Christian Education
embraces the program of our churches in Sunday School, B, T, C.,
Vacation Bible Schools and in the support of our schools which frain
our ministry and mission workers.

Texas Baptist Institute and Seminary is the principal school
which serves the churches of our State Association.

Much progress has been made in recent years in having better
Sunday Schools, both in organization and facilities, and great growth
has been obtained in the Vacation Bible School work.

We give below a general report of Texas Baptist Seminary for
the fiscal year of 1962-63.

Texas Baptist Institute is now in its 14th year in the field of
Christian Education. It began with no funds and no resources except
in faith and the grace of God. As of May 31, 1963, its total assets
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were $94,112.25 and a net worth of $63,945.79. These figures are given
on the basis of actual cost and money invested and not on estimated
value. In the light of increased prices and property valuation since
our property was purchased and improved 12 years ago, it is fair to
say that it is worth $200,000.00.

The fiscal year, 1962-63, closing as of May 31, proved {o be the
best year in our history in every way. There was the largest num-
ber of full time students ever to attend school, and offerings for the
general expenses of the school were the best, amounting to $18,232.89.
Offerings to the Building-Endowment fund amounted to $4,848.62.
This made a grand total of offerings in amount of $23,081.51.

Bookshop sales for the year was in amount of 13,680.81. Inven-
tory stock al the close of the fiscal year showed an invoice in amount
of $9,355.81.

The endowment assets of the school now consist of the following:
The bookshop and Baptist Monitor; one brick dormitory; three frame
houses and 8 lots in addition to the administration building. The total
evaluation of these endowments, based on actual cost, is $39,800.00.
While our endowment program has not developed as fast as we had
hoped, all of us can be proud of what it has accomplished.

The brick dormitory is now paid for and income from it is help-
ing to retire the indebtedness on the other buildings.

If conditions continue as favorable as the past, the administra-
tion building and grounds will be paid for within the next two ycars.

Our school is now a five year Seminary and a four year Bible
Institute. This year four new courses have been added and this brings
the seminary program to a requirement of 150 semester hours for
graduation. This is in keeping with all standard seminaries which
offer a Master of Theology degree for graduation.

All courses have been approved by the State Approval Agency,
Austiny, Texas, and the Veterans Administration under Publie Law
550, 82nd Congress, for training of veterans who qualify for training
under this act.

Seventy-one students have enrolled for work this current semes-
ter. This includes 26 who are atiending night school in the extension
work being conducted in the South Union Baptist Church at Dainger-
field, Texas. Extension work reqguirements are the same as those
of full time students and credit toward graduation is given to those
who complete courses.

While our needs have been met so far this year, and offerings
are increasing as our people come to know more and more about the
work we are doing, since Brother James Kirkland has been with the
school full time, it has been difficult to make ends meet. There is a
desperate need for a full time secretary for the school, but funds
have not been available so far.

We understand that other churches are carrying on Bible classes
over the siate for the benefit of preachers and workers who cannot
attend school full time. We urge that you pray for and encourage
all of our Christian Education work.

There are 120 churches in the state which make regular offerings
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to the school. Since 85 percent of our churches are small, offerings
are also small. The average offering per church is about $11.

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STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY

SECTION 1.

The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Asso-
ciation of Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field
unless he has first been elected or endorsed as a missionary by the
church of his membership, said church being associated with, and
subscribing to the principles and practices of the churches of the
Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

SECTION II.

Each church recommending a missionary from their membership
to the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in
annual session is requested to submit for public reading a brief sum-
mary of the activities of the recommended missionary in the ministry
that the messengers may know something of the abilities, training,
and work of the man. This information will greatly aid the messen-
gers from the churches in making their decisions about individual
missionaries.

SECTION III.

We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it
be a Scriptural church is a Seriptural missionary, without recommen-
dation of the messengers from the churches of the Missionary Bap-
tish Association of Texas.

SECTION IV.

Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name rec-
ommended for endorsement by the messengers in annual session,

SECTION V.

We recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual
session to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries.

SECTION VI.

ANl missionaries of the churches working as State Missionaries
under the recommendations of the messengers shall make a writiten
monthly report to the Secretary-Treasurer. This report shall tell of
the work done during the month and shall list all money collected on
the field. Reports shall be made available to the churches and a
yearly report published in the minutes. Money collected on the field,
unless designated to some special church or mission project, shall be
counted as salary.

SECTION VIL

State Mission work shall be defined as follows:
1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches,



or in cities large enough to have two or more churches,

2. Work with weak pastorless churches, o aid them in growing
and securing a pastor.

3. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in
esfablished churches with regular pastors, should not be counted as
mission work,

4. A month’s work should include at least 160 hours actually
spent in constructive mission work,

SECTION VIIL

We recommend:

1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we
have no churches.

2. When a church has been organized under the leadership of a
missionary, that he remain as missionary pastor until such time as
the church can call and support a pastor.

3. That the missionaries encourage newly organized churches to
support State Missions and other phases of mission work,

4. That the missionaries seek {o lead the newly organized churches
to adopt, and put to proper use, a good Sunday School record system
and plan of Sunday School organization.

5. That the missionaries lead the newly established churches to
follow a definite plan of organized visitation evangelism.

6. That the missionaries not be used as a supply preacher in our
established churches where pastors are on the field.

7. That missionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a
self-supporting church, regardless of how much of his salary they
might pay.
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ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

ARTICLE I—Name

This Association shall be known as The Missionary Baptist Asso-
ciation of Texas.

ARTICLE II—Object

The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest
in the welfare of the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among
the churches, and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest
possible activity in missionary, educational, and benevolent enter-
prises.

ARTICLE IIT—How Composed

Bectlon 1, This Association shall be composed of such regular
independent Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose
to cooperate in carrying out the object of this Association.

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be
composed of messengers elected by the churches composing it.

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association
shall be entitled to three messengers.

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification
of her messengers.

ARTICLE IV—Nature

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature,
formed as a council in matters pertaining to missionary, educational,
and benevolent work.

ARTICLE V—Principles

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the
freedom of speech as essential to the highest achievement in its work.
It shall stand or fall on its own conformity to the truth. It shall ex-
ercise no ecclesiastical authority, but it shall, by every precaution,
recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church.
It shall also encourage on the part of the church and the messengers
the greatest possible freedom of expression in discussing matters
pertaining to its work.

ARTICLE VI—Powers

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the
work of awakening enthusiasm in missionary, educational, and
benevolent enterprises, and receiving and distributing funds for the
same.

ARTICLE VI—Funds
Section 1. All funds of this Assotlatlon shall be raised by vol
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untary donations secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the
interest of which appeals are made for gifts; provided, this is not to
prevent the use of any income or any property that may be acquired
by donation or by purchase.

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of
this Messenger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized com-
mittees of this assembly hereinafter provided for; but in no instance
shall the assembly or any committee of it use means in violation of
the expressed preference of the donor.

ARTICLE VIII—Officers

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a
moderator, an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and
a corresponding secrelary-ireasurer,

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually,
and shall hold their offices until their successors are elected and the
same shall be true of all members of standing committees. All officers
shall be elected by a majority of the messengers voting, No mod-
erator shall succeed himself more than one year.

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed
by the Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the
churches.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary-
treasurer to take charge of money and valuables not specifically
entrusted to someone else and to dispose of same as he may be
directed by this Messenger Assembly. He shall make an annual
report to this assembly of all monies received and disbursed.

Section 5. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the
records of this Association, will superintend the printing and distri-
bution of minutes of such regular meetings as the messengers may

ARTICLE IX—Committees

Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one
representative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty
of the committee shall be to meet quarterly, or as directed by the
Messenger Assembly, in the interest of all the work. It shall be em-
powered to fill vacancies of regular offices, hetween sessions of the
Messenger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger
Assembly when needed.

Section 2, The following standing officers of the Assembly shall
be the trustees of the Association: Namely, the moderator, assistant
moderator, two recording secretaries, and secretary-treasurer, subject
to the direction of the Messenger Assembly, and they are empowered
to act in legal capacity as trustees of this Association.

ARTICLE X—Missionaries
We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission
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was given to the New Testament Church, and the authority must re-
main forever with the churches. Therefore, the right and privilege
of every church of this Association to endorse, set apart or send out
missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis-
sionaries of its own choosing, and the act of one church in sending
out missionaries can in no way bind or obligate any other church.
The churches shall be free and their support of missionaries shall be
voluntary on their part.

ARTICLE XI—Meeting

The regular meeting of the Church Messengers shall be at such
time and place as the assembled messengers may appoint.

ARTICLE XII—Amendments

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Arti-
cles of Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send to the
annual meeting a copy of the proposed change; thc Messenger Assem-
bly will then submit the proposed change to each cooperating church;
If two-thirds of the cooperating churches vote for the change, then
the Articles of Agreement shall be amended to conform to the pro-
posed change. Two-thirds of the churches representing in the assem-
bly in the previous year shall be the number determining the results.

ARTICLE VII.—Duties of Officers.
SECTION VII—Parliamentarian
The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be:

To advise the presiding officers on points of parliamentary law,
and also to give similar advice to the body when they request it.

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES
TEXAS STATE WOMEN’'S AUXILIARY

ARTICLE I. — Name

The name of the organization shall be the Women's Auxiliary of
the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

ARTICLE II. — Definition

The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local aux-
iliaries of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Asso-
ciation of Texas.

ARTICLE III. — Purpose

The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the
women of the local churches to be active in all phases of the work
in which they have the scriptural right to participate and to encour-
age the establishment of auxiliaries in all of our churches where none
exist,

ARTICLE IV, — Time and Place

The State Auxiliary shall meet annually ab 1:30 P.M., on Monday
before annual session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas,
or at such time as may be designated by the messenger body. The

place of each meeting shall be determined by majority vote of the
messengers.

ARTICLE V. — Officers

The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) President; (2)
First Vice-President; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Sec-
retary; (5) Assistant Recording Secretary; (6) Treasurer; (7) Assist-
ant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding Secretary, and (9) Bible and Tract
Distributor, (10) Parliamentarian, (11) Advisory Council of 3.

ARTICLE VI. — Election of Officers

All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majoridy
vote. No officer shall succeed herself more than once consecutively.
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ARTICLE VII, — Duties of Officers

SECTION I—President

The duties of the President shall be:

(a) To preside over all State Meetings; (b) To appoint commit-
tees as directed by the Messenger Body; (c¢) To call special meetings
when necessary; (d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the
work.

SECTION II—Vice President
The duties of the Vice-President shall be:

(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President
or when called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that
usually devolve upon such officers.

SECTION III—Secretary

The duties of the Secretary shall be:

(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To
announce special meefings; (e¢) To prepare and read reports as in-
structed by the Messenger Body; (d) To perform such other duties
as may be necessary in ecarrying on the work of this office.

SECTION IV—Treasurer
The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse
funds as designated by the donors.

SECTION V—Corresponding Secretary

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be:

(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of
the State Organization; (b) To report through our religious papers
on the activities of Women's Work; (c) to correspond with the State
officers of other State Auxiliaries with regard to work and meetings;
(d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active
and inactive.

SECTION VI—Bible and Tract Distributor
The duties of the Bible and Tract distributor shall be:

(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and
Tract Work; (b) To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs
for the carrying on of this work; (¢) To supply local auxiliaries with
{racts for distribution in their fields of work.

SECTION VII. The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: To
advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also
to give similar advice to the body when they request it.

ARTICLE VIII. — Membership

Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been
chosen by her Auxiliary and approved by the church.

ARTICLE IX. — Contributions
All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary
3



offerings and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement.

ARTICLE X, — Reports

Section I. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work
accomplished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers
of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of
Texas, when they are convened in annual session,

Section II. Reports of local and district auxiiary work (Personal
Service Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be
made at each annual session of this Auxiliary as provided for in the
program of that meeting.

ARTICLE XI. — Committees

Section I. Committees shall be appointed by the President except
when the President requests that they be elected.

Section II. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session
to recommend specific plans by which Girls’ Auxiliaries may be es-
tablished, promoted and interest increased in the individual Girls’
Auxiliaries,

Section III. A committee of five women, consisting of one mem-
ber from each section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for
the purpose of encouraging and helping with the work of establishing
new auxiliaries. The First Vice-President shall be chairman of this
committee,

Section IV. A program committee shall be appointed by the Pres-
ident to work with the entertaining church in preparation of the pro-
gram material for each annual meeting,.

ARTICLE XII. — Amendment

These articles of agreement shall not be changed or amended
unless the change of amendment be offered in writing during the
afternoon session and permitted to lay over until the night session. It
may then be adopted only by a vote of two-thirds of the messengers.
