CHRISTIAN EDUCATION REPORT 

$1,277.80 

Texas Baptist Institute-Seminary has again had another "best" 
in its history. Eighty-one students are now enrolled for courses in-
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cluding extension classes in South Union and Dallas churches and, 
also, some correspondent students. We have forty ministerial students 
attending classes in Henderson. 

Receipts for the year ending May 30, 1964, for the general fund 
was in amount of $19,791.82. All teachers were paid and all cm'rent 
bills were met and the year closed witll a balance of $572.31. Since 
th.e clooing of the school year as of May 30, endowment and buUdillg 
fund oi'fel'ings have come in sufificiently to pay aU the note on the 
Administration Building, to re-roof the building and do some necessary 
repair& on other bOOdi,ngs. 

The Baptist Institute Book Shop has had a good year with total 
satles in amount of $12,001.83. Stock inventory at the year 's end was 
in amount. of $8,778.34, with a cash balance on hand of $1,230.88. 
Pl'ofiw from the book store are 'l'etia'Lng Lts own endebtedness against 
its building and pays about one-half salary of one teacbel' . It should 
be complet~ly out of debt within two more years. 

The bl'ick dormitory is paid oult and three othel' buildings are 
amanced so that they are practically selif-liquidatiDg. Although definite 
pla·ns have not been adopted, the trustees al'e considering the erection 
of two m01'e hoUSing units next Summer . These will aho be financed 
in such a way as to be self-liquidating. 

The annual Teport r.eveals tha t ,total assets 01 the school a re in 
amount of $88,444.50, with liabilities of $26,824.79, (Principally on 
houses and lots purchased under t he endowment prog.t'am), and a 
net worth $61,619.91. Thiis net worth is 0111' actual i!ll>ves.tment and 
does not r.epresent market value which is estimated at $200,000.00. 

Our endowment r eceipts Since the progl'a.m began reveails receipts 
of $26,250 .~, Of this> amount $6,687.99 is invested in desig·nated en­
dowments, including the Book Shop, Baptist Monitor and church 
bonds. The Certificate Endowment receipts in amount of S19,562.78. 
is invested in Buildings, rfu1'nishings' and r eal estaJte as called tor j>y 
the endowment agreement. 

All accounts and funds have been audited by an outside auditor, 
Mr. Charles.E, Smith, and approved. Itemized 'epol'ts of all accounts 
aoo ODI file in the office of Calvary Baptist Chlll'oh, Henderson, Texas, 
and the office of Texas Baptist Institute, and are open to all in.ter­
ested persons. 

Wbile aH accounts are ill good condition, there remains several 
needs. We need a good 6:Mering .now f01' current expenses and are 
asking {or a special effcmt all the part of all our people between now 
and Cluwtrnas to tide us over the holidays and the winter months. 
There is a special need for six class· .. room desk'S and a constant need 
for enlarging the Library. 

ThE!\l:e is a gl'-eater ;need this year for support of the sto!re room 
for student9 because we nave a larger enrollment of married students 
with one to four children. Some churches and associations have taken 
it upon Jtilemselves to adopt a family for help financially and in cloth­
ing them, Thls is a good plan and should be encoua:aged'

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YOUTH WORK 

One of the great challenges facing our churches is work among 
our young people. The Ifact that we as the Lord's churches are not 
holding within our membership all ,the young people we have taught 
seems to indicate the need for even more and greater emphasis on 
Youth Work in our churches. The staggering fact is that six out oil' 
seven young peop],e drop out of Sunday School before they are 16 years 
old. We deplore this .fact and urge that our people encourage not only 
the young people but those who work with them. 

The future growth of our churches depends upon several things. 
One of these being the training of our future church leaders. We 
encourage our churches to train these future leaders to meet then­
coming obligations. 

This training is worth every moment of work and every cent of 
support we put into it. 

At the present we have several areas of development which when 
used properly will do much to encourage the youth in our churches. 
These are: Sunday School, B. T. C., Girls Auxiliary, Boys lli"other­
hood, Vacation Bible School and the youth Encampment. We believe 
these to 'be scriptural and good for the Chr1stian education of our 
young people. 

It is our recommendation that our people conHnue to co-operate 
in and support all phases of the youth Work in the State of Texas.

upon the right of any messenger or church to nominate a man for 
missionary.

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MINUTES 

of the 

PASTORS AND LAYMEN COUNCIL 

Missionary Baptist Association of Texas 

November 10, 1964 

The Pastors and Laymen council met with Unity Missionary 
Baptist Church of Longview, November 10, 1964. The meeting began 
at 1:30 p.m. with Brother Chester Guinn moderating. 

Brother Isaac Smith had been elected the previous year to preach 
the a·nnual message, but due to much illness in his church he was not 
present. The moderator opened nominations for the ,speaker. Breth­
ren C. H. McBryde and A. J. Kirkland were nominated. Brother 
McBryde was elected. 

The moderator then called for the election of oJJficers for the 
ensuing year. The office 0If moderator was the first to be filled. 
Nominations were declared open and Brethren Chester Guinn and 
Cass French were named. A motion prevailed to let the one receiv­
ing the highest number of votes be the elected officer and the one 
receiving the next highest number of votes be his assistant. Brother 
Guinn was elected moderator. 

Nominations were declared open for clerk. J. R. Alexander was 
nominated and elected. 

Brother Guinn suggested we hear reports from our missions othe!!' 
than the missions immediately undelt' the direction of our state mis­
sionaries inasmuch as those reports would be given the following day 
in the messenger assembly. By common consent his suggestion was 
accepted and the fol:lowing brethren gave reports: 

Brother Jel'ry Coffman, a local missionary, gave a report on the 
mission wOlI'k in Paris, Texas. Brother Herbert Kesner then gave a 
summa,ry report on how the Paris mission work began. 

Brother Marion Reed, Mt. Zion Association missionary, reported 
on the mission work in Edgewood, Texas. 

Brother C. E. Patton gave a reporrt ()1]1 the mission begun in 
Richardson, Texas'. 

Brother Lamy Neely, new pastor ad' Wheless Lane Church in Aus­
tin was asked to inform the body as to the status of that church. He 
gave a brief report concerning that work. 

Brother Calvin Hancock, Missionary for Fellowship Church in 
Pasadena, Texas, gave a Teport on the mission project in Pasadena 
and the mobile unit they are using in that mission work. 

Brother Bill Hitt ,reported on the Pittsburg mission project. 
Brother J. B. Reagan reported that another mission project was 
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scheduled to begin in Nederland, Texas. 
In the absence of Brother Vernon Barr, Brother Harold Nichols 

gave a report on a mis!sion begun in Seagoville, Texas, by Dallas 
Missionary Baptist Church. 

Brother Larry Romero reported on the mission in Rio Bravo and 
other mission points in Mexico. Brother Ga!I'Cio also spoke about the 
mission in Rio Bravo. 

With these reports given, the moderator called for a congrega­
tional song. After the .song, Brother C. H. McBryde delivered the 
message of the afternoon on the subject "Greater Things For The 
Lord," using as his text II ebron. 26:5. At the close of the messa.ge, 
Brother Garland Allen extended the hand of appreciation to the 
speaker on behalf of the congregation. 

Nominations were opened for the speaker for the following year. 
Brethren Calvin HanlCock and Ralph Lee were named. Brother Han­
cock was elected with Brother Lee as the aUernate. 

Brother Bill Hitt spoke to the body concerning OUT mission work 
in the future with the admonition to do a definite and progreSJSive 
work and an admonition to consider purchasing a mobile unit like 
the one being used by Fellowship Church in the Houston area. 

Brother R. E. Walters stated to the body that he would not be 
available for state mission work inasmuch as he had accepted the 
local mission work of the Cenwal Texas AiSlSociation. 

After announcements by Brother Harold Davis, the congregation 
was dismissed with prayer led by Brother Hiram Melton.

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STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY 

SECTION I. 

. The messengers of the churches ot 1he Missionary Baptist As&> 
da.tion of Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field 
Imless he has f±rst been elected or endorsed as a missionary by (lbe 
church of his membership, said church being associated with, and 
wbscr.lbing to the principles and praotices of the churcbes of the 
Mi3stonary Baptist Association of Texas. 

SECTION II. 

Each church recommeIliddng a missionary from their membership 
to tIlhe churches of the Missionary Baptist A&socdation of Texas in 
annual ses,sion is requested to submit for public reading a brief sum­
mary of Ibhe activities of the recommended missionary in the ministry 
that the messengers may know somethi ng of the abilities, training, 
and work of the man. This information will greatly aid the messen­
gers from the churches in makdng their decisions about mdividual 
missionaries. 

SECTION III. 

We irecogndze ilihat a missionary eleoted by his local churcb, if it 
be a Scriptural church is a Scriptural missionary, without recommen.­
dation of -tne messengers from the churches of f\:he Missionary Bap­
tist AssociaUon of Texa,s. 

SECI'IONIV. 

Any messenger may request an individual vote on allY name rec­
ommended for endorsement by the messengers in annual sesslon. 

SECTION V. 

We recognize as Scriptural the rigbit of the messengers in annual 
session to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries. 

SECI'lON VI. 

All missionaries of the churches working as State Missionaries 
under the 'recommendatiollis' of the messengers shall make a written 
monthly report to the Secretary-Treasurer. This report shall tell of 
the work done during1aJ.e month and shall List all money collected on 
the field. Reports shall be made available Ito the churches and a 
yearlY report published in the minutes. Money collected on the field, 
unless designated to some special church or mission project, shall be 
counted as salary. 

SEcrION VII. 

State Mission work shall be defined as follows: 
1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, 
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or in cilties large enough to have two or more churches. 
2. Work with weak pastorless churches, to aid them in growing 

and securing a pastor. 
3. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in 

establiShed ohurches w.i1lh regular pastors, should not be counted as 
mission work. 

4. A month's work should include art; least 160 hours actually 
spent in constructive mission work. 

SECTION VIII. 

We recommend: 
1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we 

have no churches. 
2. When a church has been organized under the leadership 01. a 

missionary, rthat he remain as missionary pastor until such time as 
the church can call and support a pastor. 

3. That the missionaries encourage newly organized churches to 
support State Missions and other phases of mission work. 

4. That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches 
to adopt, and put rto proper use, a good Sunday School record system 
and plan of Sunday School organization. 

5. That the rmssionaIdes lead the newly established churches to 
tollow a definite plan of orgamzed visitation evangelism. 

6. That the missionaries not be used as a supply preacher in our 
established churches where pastors are on the field. 

7. '!bat missionaries not pastor a church tha<t is recognized as a 
self-supporting church, regardless of how much of his salary they 
might pay. 
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ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 

ARTICLE I-Name 

This Association shall be knowIl as The Missionary Baptist Asso­
ciation of Texas. 

ARTICLE II-Object 

The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest 
in the welfare of the churches. to cultivate a closer fellowship among 
the churches, and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest 
possible activity in missionary. educational, a,od benevolent enter­
prises. 

ARTICLE III-How Composed 

Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular 
independent Missiooary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose 
to cooperate in carrying out the object of this Association. 

8ectioD 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be 
composed of messengers elected by the churches composing it. 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association 
shall be entitled to three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sale judge of the qualification 
ot her messengers. 

ARTICLE IV-Nature 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, 
formed as a council in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, 
and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V-Principles 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the 
freedom of speech as essential to the highest achievement in its work. 
:rt shall stand or fall on its own conformity to the truth. It shall ex­
ercise no eccle&i.astical authority, but it shall, by every precaution, 
recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. 
It shall a1BO encourage on the part of the church and the messengers 
the greatest possible freedom of expression in discussing matters 
pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI-Powers 

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the 
work of awakening enthusiasm in missionary, educational, and 
benevolent enterprises, and receiving and distributing funds for the 
same. 

ARTICLE VII-Funds 

SecUon 1. Aill funds of this Association shall be raised by vol 
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untary donations ~ured solely upon the merits of the cause in the 
interest of which appeals are made for gifts; provided, this is not to 
prevent the use of any income or any property that may be acquired 
by donation or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act o! 
this Messenger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized com­
mittees of this assembly hereinafter provided for; but in no instance 
shall 'the assembly or any committee of it use means in violatl.on of 
the eoc:pressed preference of the doIlOl". 

ARTICLE YIn-Officers 

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a 
moderator, an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and 
a corresponding secretary-treasurer. 

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, 
and shall hold their offices until their successors are elected and the 
same shall be true of all members of standing committees. All officers 
shall ,be elected by a majority of the messengers voting. No mod­
erator shall succeed himself more than one year. 

Seotlon 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed 
by the Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the 
churches. 

Seotion 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary­
treasurer to take charge of money and valuables not specifically 
entrusted Ito someone else and to dispose of same as he may be 
directed by this Messenger Assembly. He shall make an annual 
report to this assembly of all monies received and disbursed. 

Section 5. The recording ~retaries, in addition to keeping the 
records of this Association. will superintend the printing and distri­
bution of minutes of such regular meetings as the messengers may 
direct. 

ARTICLE IX-Committees 

SecUoo 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one 
representative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty 
at the committee shall be to meet quarterly. or as directed by the 
Messenger Assembly. in the interest of all the work. It shall be em­
powered to fill vacancies of regular offices. between sessions of the 
Messenger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger 
Assembly when needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shaU 
be the trustees of the Association: Namely, the moderator, assistant 
moderator, two recording secretaries. and secretary-treasurer, subject 
to the direction of the Messenger Assembly. and they are empowered 
to act in legal capacity as trustees of this Association. 

ARTICLE X-Missionaries 

We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission 
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was given to the New Testament Church. and the authority must re­
maiD forever with the churches. Therefore. the right and privilege 
at. every church 01 this Association to endorse, set apart or send out 
missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis­
sionaries of its own choosing. and the act of one church in sending 
out missionaries can in no way bind or obligate any other church. 
The churches shall be tree and their support of missionaries shall be 
voluntary on their part. 

ARTICLE XI-Meeting 

The regular meeting of the Church Messengers shall be at such 
time and place as the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XU-Amendments 

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Arti­
cles of Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send to the 
annual meeting a copy of the proposed change; the Messenger Assem­
bly will then submit the proposed change to each cooperating church; 
U two-thirds of the cooperating churches vote for the change, then 
the Articles of Agreement shall be amended to conform to the pro­
posed change. Two-thirds of the churches representing in the assem­
bly in the previous year shall be the number determining the results.

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 

The name of the organization shall be the Women's Auxildary of 
the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE n. - Definition 

The AwdJ!ary shall be composed of messengers of the lo'cal aux­
iliaries of 1he churches which compose the Missionary Baptist As~ 
elation of Tez:as. 

ARTICLE m. - Purpose 

The purpose of ,this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the 
women of :the local chUX'ches iI:o be actnve in all phases of I\;he work 
in which they have the sCl'iptW'al right to participate and to encoW'­
a,ge the establishment of auxiliaIdes in all of OW" churches where none 
exist. 

ARTICLE IV. - Time aDd Place 

The StaJbe Auxiliary shall meet annually at 1:30 P,M., on Monday 
before annual session of the Mrissionary Baptist Association of Texas, 
or at such time as may be designated by the messenger body. The 
place of each meeting shall be determined by majority vote of the 
messengers. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 

The ofticers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) PresIdent; (2) 
First Vice-President; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recordling Sec­
retary; (5) Assistant Recording Secretary; (6) Treasurer; (7) AsSist­
ant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding Secretary, and (9) Bible an4 Tract 
Dlstl'lbutor, (10) Parliamentarian, (ll) Advisory Council of 3. 

ARTICLE VI. - Election 01 Officers 

All otficers shall be elected annually by norndnation and maiori4ly 
vote. No officer shall succeed herself more than once consecuJti.vely. 

ARTICLE VII. - Duties 01 Officers 

SECTION I-President 
The dutdes of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all State Meetings; (b) To appoint commit­

tees as c:llrected by the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings 
when necessary: (d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the 
work. 

SECTION IT-Vice President 
The duties of ,the Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the PrealdeDot

SECTION III-Secretary 
The duties of the Secretary shall be:

(a) To solidt funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and 

Tract Work; (b) '1'0 !reep local auxilliu-ies informed about the needs 
for the carrying on at ,this work; (c) To supply local auxiliaries with 
tracts for distribution in their fields of work. 

SECTION VII. The duties of the Parliamentarian shaill be: To 
advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also 
to give similar advice to the body when they request it. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 

Each church shall be entitled to ,three messengers who have been 
chosen by her Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - ContrtbuUoll8 

All coJlltributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluJJJtary 
offerings and shall be given to the Treasw"er for proper disbursement. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 

Section I. This Auxiliary shall make an aIUlual report of work 
accomplished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers 
of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Associatlon ot 
Texas, when they are convened in annual session. 

Section II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal 
Service Reports and other reports of work accompLished) shall be 
made aIt each aIUlual session of ,this Auxillary as provided for in the 
program of tha,t meeting. 
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ARTICLE XI. - Committees 

Sec:tion I. Committees shall be appointed by the President except 

when the President requests that they be elected. 
Section n. A corru:nJ.ttee shall be appointed at each annual session 

to recommend specific plans by which Girls' Auxiliaries may be es­
tablished. Pl'omoted and interest increased in 1lbe individual Girls' 
Auxiliaries. 

Section m. A cOllUlN:ttee of five women. consisting of one mem­
ber from each section of the State of Texas. shall be appointed for 
the purpose of encow:agl·ng and helping with the work of establishing 
new auxLliaries. The FiJ.rst Vice-Pl'esident shall be chairman of this 
commiJttee. 

Seotion IV. A prolP:am comm.ittee shall be appointed by the Pres­
ident to work with Ithe entertaining church in preparation of the pro­
gram ma,1rerial for each annual meeting, 

ARTICLE XII. - Amendment 

Tbese IU'1icles of agreement shall not be changed or amended 
unless the clwmge of amendment be offered in writing dw:ing the 
afternoon session and permitted to layover until ,the night session. It 
may then be adopted only by a vote of two-thirds of the messengers,
