Another' opportunity for our churches is Boggs Springs Youth En· 
campment. It is held each year in July. This is a wonderful oPPol'bmity 
for OUI' Young People to meet and find fellowship among other boys 
and gil'1s from our own churches. The ncampment has proven very 
successful in the winning of lost souls . trhis past summer a total of 

peopl · attended the Texas Encampment. There were 39 professions 
of faith. A number of young men surrendered to the ministry and 
many rededicated their liyes to Chl'is t. The spiJ'itualily of the services 
was Lhe vel'Y best 

We encourage our churches over the state to take every opportunity 
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to develop and encourage our young people in the work of our Lord 
and Saviour

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION REPORT 

We wish to re-emphasize that Olu-istian education is a matter of 
responsibility in the borne. in the churches in their local fields as well 
as in our cooperative efforts such as the youth . and ladies auxiliaries. 
We feel that there should be a more earnest effort in all these areas, 
realiz.ing that we are now in an era in which youth seems to be re­
belling against constituted authority in ever realm of life. It is out' 
belief and a scriptural teaching that the youth which is properly trained 
shall not depart from it. 

In the training of OUi' minisb'y, and other Christian . workers, we 
have the coopel'aLive wol'i< of Texas Baptist Institute and Seminary. The 
enrollment this year is better than .in the past five years and it is 
gratifying to report that we have a larger first yeal' class than in 
several years. The total enrollroent, including part time students and 
corresponcling students, in extension worl< is seventy.eight. We have 
students from five states and one from Japan. 

Support COL' this work has been good and we were able at mid­
term last J anuary to give a small salary raise to all of our teachers, 
and we have been able to maintain that raise so far this year. How­
ever we have added anotber teacher and new courses in Business Ad­
ministration and we will need to increase offerings by about twenty 
percent this year. 

The special fina ncial campaign sponsored by the Alumni Associa­
tion is going well, although we have received only about one-half of 
the amount asked fo\'. Churches are still responding to this appeal, 
however, and we hope to reach the goal by January. 

We very much appreciate that the State Auxiliary is going to help 
in promoting the Library and the playground for the children. This is 
badly needed. 

Texas Baptist Institute-Seminary 

The annual report of Texas Baptist Institute is for the school year 
June 1, 1965 to May 31, 1966 and approved by Mr. Charles B. Smith, 
Box 391, Henderson, Texas. A summary of financial receipts and dis­
bursements are as follows. 

Offerings in amount of $20,383.55 were received for the general fund 
for operating expenses. The year closed on May 31, 1966 with a 
balance on hand of $578.83, 

Receipts for the endowment and building fund including a Loan from 
Citizens National Bank of Henderson in amount of $16,000.00 and $2,500.00 
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from the Boyd Estate totaled the amount of $25,852.47. At the time the 
books closed, May 31, 1966 the first apartment building was in process 
of construction with a balance on hand of $10,470.29. 

One small building was also moved in during this year and another 
Apartment building erected. All improvements now completed represent 
investments in amount of approximately $41,000.00. A full report on the 
building program cannot be made until next year due to the fact that 
construction was in progress at the time the books closed for the year 
ending July 31, 1966. 

Another good year was reflected in the Book Shop. Sales, offerings 
and Baptist Monitor subscriptions showed receipts to be $18,717.74. In­
ventory of Book Stock value at wholesale price $8,804.10. 

Incidental fund consisting of fees, offerings for store room and 
student aid receipts, $2,093.87: balance on hand May 31, 1966. $315.88 

Total assets as of May 31, 1966, valued at actual cost, $128,897.36, 
Liabilities $34,454.58, Net worth $94,442.78. 

Building Designations 

We now have seven buildings on the property at the school. It is 
necessary that these buildings be designated by name for reference, 
and we are also taught in the scriptures to give honor to whom honor 
is due. The trustees have therefore designated one of the new apartment 
buildings as the Boyd Apartments in memory of Brother George Boyd 
whose gift made this building possible. The other new apa l·tmell t building 
has been designated, The Patterson Apartments, in memory of the late 
H. T. Patterson and wife, Sherman, Texas in whose memory their 
daughters have set up the "Jesus Saves Eodowment" and whose of­
ferings made the other building possible. 

What better way to memoralize those who have gone before us and 
what better way can funds be used to work for our Lord until He re­
turns?

Missionary Baptist Student Fellowship 

Tbe Missionary Baptist Studen.t Fel lowship movement has become 
one of the most rapidly expanding movements in our entire Missionary 
Baptist work. In spite of this , howevel', a great many of our pastors, 
churches and young are still uninformed about the need for the Fellow­
ships, their pW'pose, and the great value they have in the lives of our 
college young people. 

Up until 1961 there were only four fellowships in existence; at the 
present time there are eighteen fellowships in connection with eighteen 
of Ollr Missionary Baptist churcbes. Within "hese fellowships approxi­
mately 550 young people are participating. The Texas ChUl'ches are 
sponsoring three fellowships: Denton, Commerce, and Huntsville. 
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When the Fellowship work originated. there was no special repre­
sentative of the work, bul now Johnny Goodman i recognized as a 
national representative of the entil-e M.B.S.F. movement· Brother Good­
man lives in Texarkana and works fl'om there in cooperation with local 
churches in college and university cities to establish new Fellowships. 

Opportunities are opening up at the present time for fellowships at 
Arlington State, Stephen F. Austin, Lamar Tech, (Beaumont) and Texas 
Tech (Lubbock). These are the most promising opportunities although 
they are not the only opportunities. 

Like every phase of our work, the M.B.S.F. will continue to move 
ahead only if our Missionary Baptist people are fully informed about 
it and are enlisted in support of it. 

Since the Fellowships are sponsored by local churches and serve 
as auxiliaries of the churches they are able to produce some very 
desirable results in the lives of Missionary Baptist Young People: 

(1) 'l'hey help to provide personal fellowship with our Missionary 
Baptist Young people while they ar away rrom their home churches. (2) 
They provide OUI' young people with continued training in the principles 
and doctrines of tbe Missionary Baptist churches (3) They provide the 
young people a channel fol' meaningful and fl'l1itful wOI'k in soul winning 
and teaching in the ministries of the local churches. (4) They help 
through these means to keep our Mlssionary Baptist young people active 
in the Missionary Baptist cause and avoid our losing them to other 
Baptist groups. 

One of the most pressing needs at this time is for our churches to 
be fully informed about this work and to secure the support of pastors 
and churches in a reas where these fellowships can be organized. Since 
Ule work is relatively new thl'oughout the Dation and new pal·ticularly 
in the state of Texas it does not occupy a place of emphasis in our 
s.tate worlc. While we would not suggest that it ought to be stressed 
to the neglect of any other aspect of the work, we do feel that it should 
be given a place of importance equal to any other aspect of the work. 
This will come, of COUI'se, only as ollr people have this work kept be­
fore them and come to understand the real value of it among our 
Baptist young people. 

A further need is to pray ror the Holy Spirit to lay· this special field 
of work upon the hearts of people in our college town churches who 
are capable of leading in this work. When the need and value of the 
work is known. then the Holy Spirit will be able to lead capable 
people to this important work. 

Further, we must rind a practical method of bringing the churches 
sponsoring the fellowships and the young people in the colleges to­
gether. Too oFten, even when we have fellowships in a college th .. 
Missionary Baptist young people attending do not know of the fellow­
ship. One plan has been suggested and seems practical: every area of 
the state has local youlh feUowshlps. Let each fellowship elect a com­
mittee to get the name of each high school senior early in the school 
year, and ir possible the college which !:bey plan to attend and send 
that Dame to Brother Johnny Goodman. This will permit Bl'o. Goodman 
to send the senior the monthly M.B.S.F. paper, THE BEACON. He will 
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also be able either to put the name in the hand of a fellowship already 
organized, or through these Missionary Baptist young people, to lead 
in the organization of a new fellowship. Bro. Goodman's address is 
listed below. 

Finally, we are sensing the need for our state to have its own 
M.B.S.F. representative to speak for this work and to aid our churches 
in establishing new Fellowships. We ask you to join us in praying the 
Lord to raise up such a person and to lead our Association at the pro· 
per time to endorse him for this work. 

If your church and/or your local youth fellowship is interested in 
having a representative of the M.B.S.F. to visit and give more infroma­
tion you will find either Bro. Goodman or any of the organized fellow­
ships eager to make such a visit. One of the most inspiring programs 
you will ever witness will be a program presented by these young 
people, informing you of the work, testifying to you of its value in 
their lives.

WHEREAS, the messengers voted last year to build an office build­
ing and book store in Corsicana, Texas, and 

WHEREAS, a resolution was also adopted authorizing the trustees 
to proceed when funds were available, and 

WHEREAS, the First National Bank of COl'sicana, Texas and Mr. 
W. II. (Bill) Brown (building contractor) have committed themselves 
to the money to erect an eighteen thousand dollar ($18,000,00) building 
on a comer 101 on seventh avenue and thirty fourth street, said build­
ing is to serve as the secretary's dwelling, office and book shop, and 

WHEREAS, the churches have allowed money to pay rent and 
utilities for the corresponding secretary-treasurer, and 

WHEREAS, said money could be used to make payment on said 
building and office, therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED, t.hat the trustees of the Missionary Baptist As­
sociation of Texas be authol'ized to negotiate the necessary loans with 
the First National Bank of Corsicana, Texas and Mr. W. H. Brown of

Recording Secretary; Harold Davis, Recording Secretal'y; W. H. Hilt. 
Secretary-Treasul'er, to proceed with all legal matters in purchasing 
said property and securing loan. executing such liens. mortgages, and 
deeds of trust as are necessary to conclude this transaction . .

RESOLUTION 

CONCERNING THE PROPRIETY OF THE 

ORGANIZATION OF CHURCHES 

While we recognize the sovereignl'Y of every New Testament Church, 
and her right to do mission work wherever she may choose, we also 
recognize and hold that there is a matter of ethics and respect for 
other churches that mLlst be maintained in Ihe pracl:ice of missions 
and the organization of churches if the spirit of true fellowship is to 
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prevail. The sovereignty of one church does not entitle her to treat other 
churches with despite or disrespect. 

For a church or missionary to attempt to organize a new church 
in an area where there are already established churches of like faith 
and order without the endorsement, support or good will of these 
established churches is both unethical and disrespectful to those establish·· 
ed churches. 

Therefore whereas, such practices can not make for good relations 
between churches, but rather breed malice, discord and distrust and, 

Whereas, such practices have evidently been employed within the 
scope of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas; 

Therefore be it resolved that we, the messengers of the churches 
of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas go on record as dis­
approving and stl'ongly censol;ng such practices as being highly ir­
regular and conductive to further disrespectful and malicious endeavors.

ECUMENICALISM 

If history continues to be written at the close of this century, the 
20th will probably be recognized as the era of union. The spirit of mer­
ger fills the air. This is nowhel'e more pronounced lhan in the world of 
religion. 

We are well able to follow the developments of the ecumenical 
movement. Various Protestant denominations are now considering mer­
ger; others have already merged. The Roman Catholic leadel'ship of 
the United States is meeting today to achieve furthel' revision or the 
Catholic liturgy to conform nlOre to modern society. All of this is 
calculated to strengtben lhe bl'idge between Romanism and Protestantism 
and to make the way to ulLimate union easier. 

Missionary Baptists have from the beginning of the ecumenical 
movement adopted a separatist spirit. We are fully aware that to be 
absorbed into the movement would be to lose our distinctive Baptist 
witness to the Gospel of Christ. Let us resolve to continue to remain 
separate from all efforts toward union. 

Let us resolve also, to express a spirit of brotherhood toward other 
Baptists and toward all evangelical Christians who, like us, stand 
separate from ecumenism and who are bearing a testimony to the 
Gospel of Ghrist.

ALIEN IMMERSION 

Historically. Baptists have never been in unanimous agreement on 
all questions regarding baptism. One of the most impodant areas of 
difference has been the question of the authority fOI' baptism. Who has 
this authority? Each believer? Only a baptized believer? Only an

ordained minister? Or does each New Testament Church possess it as a 
congregation? A study of Baptist History will reveal that each of these 
views has had its champion among Baptists. 

Missionary Baptists of Texas. as well 8S the majority of other 
Baptists in this state. have beld that the authority to administer im­
mersion to a believer in Christ belongs exclusively to the New Testa­
ment congregations. 

But we are witnessing at the present time a drift from this position 
among Baptists outside our ranks. It is conceivable that the same 
drift could begin among us. 

Let us resolve to re-affirm our conviclion that the ordinances of 
immersion and the Lord's Supper were given to New Testament 
Churches and that they alone have th.e authority to administer them. 
We must. therefore, continue to reject all immersions which have not 
been authorized and administered by churches holding doctrines, princi­
ples. and organization like the churches of the New Testament.

STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY 

SECTION I. 

The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Associa­
tion of Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field unless 
he has [irst been elected or endorsed as a missionary by the church 
of his membership, said church being associated with, and subscribing 
to the principles and practices of the churches of the Missionary 
Baptist Association or Texas. 

SECTION II. 

Each church recommending a missionary from their membership 
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to the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in an­
nual session is requested to submit for public reading a brief sum­
mary of the activities of the recommended missionary in the ministry 
that the messengers may know something of the abilities, training, and 
work of the man. This information will greatly aid the messengers 
from the churches in making their decisions about individual missionaries. 

SECTION III. 

We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it 
be a Scriptual church is a Scriptural missionary, without recommen­
dation of the messengers from the churches of the Missionary Baptist 
Association of Texas. 

SECTION IV. 

Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name rec­
ommended for endorsement by the messengers in annual session. 

SECTION V. 

We recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual 
session to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries. 

SECTION VI. 

All missionaries of the churches working as State Missionaries 
under the recommendations of the messengers shall make a written 
monthly report to the Secretary-Treasurer. This report shall tell of the 
work done during the month and shall list all money collected on the 
field. -Reports shall be made available to the churches and a yearly 
report published in the minutes. Money collected on the field, unless 
designated to some special church or mission project, shall be counted 
as salary. 

SECTION VII. 

State Mission work shall be defined as follows: 

1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, 
or in cities large enough to have two or more churches. 

2. Work with weak pastorless churches, to aid them in growing 
and securing a pastor. 

3. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in 
established churches with regular pastors, should not be counted as 
mission work. 

4. A month's work should include at least 160 hours actually spent 
in constructive mission work. 
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SECTION VIII. 

We recommend: 

1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we 
have no churches. 

2. When a church has been organized under the leadership of a 
missionary, that he remain as missionary pastor until such time as 
the church can call and support a pastor. 

3. That the missionaries encourage newly organized churches to 
support State Missions and other phases of mission work. 

4. That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches 
to adopt, and put to proper use, a good Sunday School record system and 
plan of Sunday School organization. 

5. That the missionaries lead the newly established churches to 
follow a definite plan of organized visitation evangelism. 

6. That the missionaries not be used as a supply preacher in our 
established churches where pastors are on the field. 

7. That missionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a 
self-supporting church, regardless of how much of his salary they might 
pay. 

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 

ARTICLE I-Name 

This Association shall be lmown as The Missionary Baptist Associa­
tion of Texas. 

ARTICLE II-Object 

The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest 
in the welfare of the churches, to cultivat.e a closer fellowship among 
the churches, and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest possible 
activity in missionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises. 

ARTICLE III-How Composed 

Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular in· 
dependent Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose to 
cooperate in carrying out the object of this Association. 

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be 
composed of messengers elected by the churches composing it. 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association 
shall be entitled to three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification 
of her messengers. 
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ARTICLE IV-Nature 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, 
formed as a council in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, 
and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V-Principles 

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the 
(reedom of speech as essential to the highest achievement in its work. 
It shall stand or rail on its O\\1n conformity to the truth. It shall ex­
ercise no ecclesiastical authol'ity, but it shall. by every precaution, 
recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. 
It shall also encourage on the part of the church and the messengers 
ilie greatest possible freedom of expression in disclissing matters per. 
taining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI-Powers 

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the 
work of awakening enthusiasm in missional'y, educational, and benevolent 
enterprises, and receiving and distributing funds for the same. 

ARTICLE VII-Funds 

Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary 
donations secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the interest 
of which appeals are made for gifts; provided, this is not to prevent 
the use of any income or any property that may be acquaired by dona­
tion or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of 
this Messenger AssemhJy. or by an act of properly authorized com­
mittees of this assembly hereinafter provided for; but in no instance 
shall the assembly or any committee of it use means in violation of 
the expressed preference of the donor. 

ARTICLE VIII-Officers 

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a 
moderator, an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and 
a corresponding secretary-treasurer. 

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, 
and shall hold their offices until their successors are elected and the 
same shall be true of all members of standing committees. All officers 
shall be elected by a majority of the messengers voting. No moderator 
shall succeed himselr more than one year. 

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed 
by the Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise direoted by the churches. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary­
treasurer to take charge of money and valuables not specifically en-
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trusted to someone else and to dispose of same as he may be directed 
by this Messenger Assembly. He shall make an annual report to 
this assembly of all monies received and disbursed. 

Section 5. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the 
records of this Association, will superintend the printing and distri­
bution of minutes of such regular meetings as the messengers may 
direct. 

ARTICLE IX-Committees 

Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one 
representative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty 
of the committee shall be to meet quarterly, or as directed by the 
Messenger Assembly, in the interest of all the work. It shall be em­
powered to fill vacancies of regular offices, between sessions of the 
Messenger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger 
Assembly when needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall 
be the trustees of the Association: Namely, the moderator, assistant 
moderator, two recording secretaries, and secretary-treasurer, subject 
to the direction of the Messenger Assembly, and they are empowered 
to act in legal capacity as trustees of this Association. 

ARTICLE X-Missionaries 

We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission 
was given to the New Testament Church, and the authority mllst re­
main forever with the churches. Therefore. the right and privilege 
of every church of this Association to endorse, set apart or send out 
missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis­
sionaries of its own choosing, and the act of one church in sending 
out missionaries can in no way bind or obligate any other church. 
The churches shall be free and their support of missionaries shall be 
voluntary on their part. 

ARTICLE XI- Meeting 

The regular meeting of the Church Messengers shall be at such 
time and place as the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XII-Amendments 

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Arti­
cles of Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send to the 
annual meeting a copy of the proposed change; the Messenger Assem­
bly will then submit the proposed change to each cooperating church; 
If two-thirds of the cooperating churches vote for the change, then 
the Articles of Agreement shall be amended to conform to the proposed: 
change. Two-thirds of the churches representing in the assembly in 
the previous year shall be the number determining the results.

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 

The name of the organization shall be the Women's Auxiliary of 
the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE II. - Definition 

The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local aux­
iliaries of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Associa­
tion of Texas. 

ARTICLE III. - Purpose 

The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encoul'age the women 
of the local churches to be active in al l phases of the work in which 
they have the scriptual right to pal'Licipat~ and to encoul'age the 
establishment of auxiliaries in all of our churches where none exist. 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 

The State Auxiliary sball meet annually at 1:30 P.M., on Tuesday 
before annual session otthe Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, 
or at such lime as may be designated by the messenger body. The 
place of each meeting shall be determined by majorily vote of the 
messengers. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 

The officers of tbe State Auxil81'Y shall be (1 ) Pr'e ident; (2) I,'h's& 
Vice-Pr'esidenl; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Secretary; 
(5) Assistant Recording Secr'eta I'Y; (6) 'fl'easurel'; (7) Assistant Trea­
surer'; (8) Con spomling Secretary, and (9) Bible and Tract Dis­
tributor. (10) Parliamenlarian, (11) Advisory Cotmcil of 3, 

ARTICLE VI. - Election of Officers 

All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority 
vote, No officer shall slJcceed herself more than once consecutively, 

ARTICLE VII. - Duties of Officers 

SECTION I-President 
The duties of th President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all State Meelings; (b) To appoint committees 

as directed by the Messenger Body; (cl To call special meetings when 
necessary; (d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the work, 

SECTION II-Vice President 

The duties of the Vice-President shall be: 
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(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President 
or when called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that 
usually devolve upon such officers. 

SECTION III-Secretary 

The duties of the Secretary shall be: 
(a) To keep Il I·ecord of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To 

announce special meetings; (c) To prepare and read reports as in­
structed by the Messengel· Body; (d) To perform slIch other dunes as 
may be necessary in carryi.ng on the work of this office. 

SECTION IV-Treasurer 

The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds 
as designated by the donors. 

SECTION V--Corresponding Secretary 

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be: 

(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of the 
State Organization; (b) To report through our religious papers on 
the activities of Women's Work; (c) To correspond with the State of­
ficers of other State Auxiliaries with regard to work and meetings; 
(d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active 
and inactive. 

SECTION VI-Bible and Tract Distributor 

The duties of the Bible and Tract distributor shall be: 
(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and 

Tract Work; (b) To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs 
for the carrying on of this work; (c) To supply local auxiliaries with 
tracts for distribution in their fields of work. 

SECTION VII. The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: To 
advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also 
to give similar advice to the body when they request it. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 

Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been 
chosen by her Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 

All contributions of this Auxilimy shall be raised by voluntary 
offerings and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 

Section 1. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work 
accomplished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers 
of the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of 
Texas, when they me convened in annllal session. 

Section II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal 
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Service Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be 
made at each annual session of this Auxiliary as provided for in the 
program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 

Section 1. Committees shall be appointed by the President except 
when the President requests that they be elected. 

Section II. A committee shall be appointed at eacb annual session 
to recommend specific plans by whicb Girls' Auxilial'ie$ may be es­
tablished, promoted and interest increased in the individual Girls' 
Auxiliaries. 

Section III. A committee of five women, consisting of one mem­
ber from each section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for the 
purpose of encouraging and helping with the establishing new auxiliaries. 
The First Vice-President shall be chairman of this committee. 

Section IV. A program committee shall be appointed by the Pres­
ident to work with the entertaining church in preparation of the pro­
gram material for each annual meeting. 

ARTICLE XII. - Amendment 

These articles of agreement shall not be changed or amended unless 
the change of amendment be offered in writing during the afternoon 
session and permitted to layover until the night session. It may then 
be adopted only by a vote of two-thirds of the messengers.
