


































































































GUIDELINES FOR MOBILE UNITS

WHEREAS, the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas
has already purchased one mobile church unit, and

WHEREAS, other units are likely to be purchased, and

WHEREAS, the messengers of the churches meet annually, be it therefore

RESOLVED that the trustees of the association be authorized to relocate
old units and locate new ones between sessions of the Association under the
following guidelines:

1. State Missionaries of this Association on stipulated salary be given
priority for usage of mobile units;

2. State Missionaries of this Association on designated offerings be
eligible for mobile units when need by a salaried missionary is not imminent;

3. The trustees shall not relocate an old unit or locate a new one within
the sixty days just prior to an associational meeting but they shall refer the
matter to the messenger assembly;

4. A mobile unit may be recalled by the messenger assembly in any
annual session, or called session;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be printed annually in
the yearbook along with the Statement of Mission Policy and Articles of
Agreement.

RESOLUTION ON VIET NAM WAR

WHEREAS, the war in Viet Nam is presenily the most critical problem
confronting the present Administration, affecting the social, poltical, economic,
and even spiritual life of the Uniled States; and

WHEREAS, it is virtually impossible for a citizen of this nation to avoid
forming an opinion concerning the justness of American involvement in the
war; and

WHEREAS, all Americans carnestly desire the end of the war, the return
of American service men, and the attainment of a just peace in Viet Nam;

BE IT RESOLVED:

(1) That this assembly commend President Richard Nixon, who has all
available information at his disposal to reach decisions, for seeking a reasoned
and deliberate course toward the solution of the war which would avoid
jeopardizing the national interests; and

(2) That this assembly further commend President Nixon for refusing to
be forced into either hasty or irresponsible decisions by the current demonstra-
tions supporting the moratorium; and

(3) That, while we do not equate patriolism with agreement with the
Administration’s decisions, nor would we deny any citizen the right of dissent,
this assembly express its disapproval of aclivities hostile to the Administration—
whether by government officials or other citizens—which would weaken the
Administration’s efforts to gain peace, or which would encourage lawlessness
and violence, or which would bring disorder and chaos into our society;

(4) Finally, that this assembly remind our Baptist people at this crucial
juncture in American history of the urgency of the Bibical command “that,
first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be
made for all men; for kings and for all that are in authority; that we may
lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty.” (I Timothy 2:1,2),
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RESOLUTION CONCERNING “GOOD NEWS FOR MODERN MAN"

WHEREAS, the American Bible Society and the Southern Baptist Convention
have generally and [reely caused to be distributed to our people the modernistic
translation of the New Testament “Good News for Modern Man” and

WHEREAS, “Good News For Modern Man" robs Christ of the respect
that He is due by addressing Him as “sir” instead of Lord, and

WHEREAS, all the familiar “begats” are gone, the word “begotten” is
omitted from John 3:16, 18, and John 1:14, Acts 13:33, Heb. 1:5, Heb. 5:5 and
I John 4:9, and

WHEREAS, the word “VIRGIN” is left out twice in Luke 1:27 and Mary
is referred to simply as a “girl;"" other references where "girl” is used
instead of “Virgin’' 'are: Mat, 25:1-7, Acts 21:9, I Cor, 7:25, 28, 36, 37 and
Rev. 14:4, and

WHEREAS, “Good News For Modern Man" leaves out the word “blood”
in the following passages: Acts 20:28, Rom. 3:25, Rom. 5:9, Eph. 1:7, £ph. 2:13,
Col. 1:14, and

WHEREAS, the translation of Acts 2:38 in “Good News For Modern Man"
teaches baptismal regeneration by rendering the passage, '‘turn away from
your sins, each one of you, so that your sins will be forgiven; and you will
receive God's gift, the Holy Spirit,” and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert G. Bratcher, chief translator of “Good News For
Modern Man' is quoted as saying, ''The New Testament writers probably
never intended their work to be the gospel record for the future . . . so there
is not a sterile order to the scriptures,” thus denying the verbal inspiration
of the scriptures,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that we, as Missionary Baptisls re-
affirm our position on the verbal inspiration of the scriptures, and recommend
that our people use such translations as the “King James Version", “The
American Standard Version” or the “Amplified Bible”, and avoid the use of
“Good News For Modern Man."

STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY

SECTION I

The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of
Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field unless he has first
elected or endorsed as a missionary by Lhe church of his membership, said
church being associated with, and subsecribing to the principles and practices
of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

SECTION II.

Each church recommending a missionary from their membership to the
churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in annual session is
requested to submit for public reading a brief summary of the activities of
the recommended missionary in the ministry that the messengers may know
something of the abilities, training, and work of the man. This information will
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greatly aid the messengers from the churches in making their decsions about
individual mssionaries.

SECTION III.

We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it be a
Scriptural church is a Scriptural missionary, without recommendation of the
messengers from the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

SECTION 1IV.

Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name recommended
for endorsement by the messengers in annual session.

SECTION V.

We recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual session
to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries.

SECTION VI

All missionaries of the churches working as State Missionaries under the
recommendations of the messengers shall make a written monthly report to
the Secretary-Treasurer. This report shall tell of the work done during the
month and shall list all money collected on the field. Reports shall be made
available to the churches and a yearly report published in the minutes. Money
collected on the field, unless designated to some special church or mission
project, shall be counted as salary. The missionaries and Secretary-Treasurer
may hold as many as two revival meetings each year without reporting any
funds, so received, as contributions toward his salary. The missionaries and
Secretary-Treasurer may have two weeks paid vacation each year in addition
to two revival meetings.

SECTION VIIL

State Mission work shall be defined as follows:

1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, or in cities
large enough to have two or more churches.

2. Work with weak pastorless churches, to aid them in growing and securing
a pastor.

3. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in established
churches with regular pastors, should not be counted as mission work.

4. A month’s work should include at least 160 hours actually spent in con-
structive mission work.

SECTION VIII

We recommend:

1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we have no
churches.

2. When a church has been organized under the leadership of a missionary,
that he remain as missionary pastor until such time as the church can ecall
and support a pastor.

3. That the missionaries encourage newly organized churches to support State
Missions and other phases of mission work.

4, That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches to adopt,
and put to proper use, a good Sunday School record system and plan of
Sunday School organization.

5. That the missionaries lead the newly established churches to follow a defi-
nite plan of organized visitation evangelism.
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6. That the missionaries not be used as a supply preacher in our established
churches where pastors are on the field.

7. That missionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a self-support-
ing church, regardless of how much of his salary they might pay.

SECTION IX

The trustees of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas are authorized
to relocate old mobile church units and locate new ones between sessions of
the association under the following guidelines:

1. State missionaries of this association on stipulated salary be given priority
for usage of mobile units;

2. State missionaries of this association on designated offerings be eligible for
mobile units when need by a salaried missionary is not imminent;

3. The trustees shall not relocate an old unit or locale a new one within the
sixty days just prior fo an associational meeling but they shall refer the
matter to the messenger assembly;

4. A mobile unit may be recalled by the messenger assembly in any annual
session, or called session.

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

ARTICLE I — Name

This Association shall be known as The Missionary Baptist Association
of Texas.

ARTICLE II — Object

The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest in the
welfare of the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among the churches,
and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest possible activity in mis-
sionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises,

ARTICLE III — How Composed

Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular independent
Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose o cooperate in carry-
ing out the object of this Association.

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be composed
of messengers elected by the churches composing it.

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association shall
be entitled to three messengers.

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification of her
messengers.

ARTICLE IV — Nature

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, formed as
a council in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, and benevolent work,

ARTICLE V — Principles

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the freedom
of speech as essential to the highest achievement in its work. It shall stand or
fall on its own conformity to the truth. It shall exercise no ecclesiastical
authority, but it shall, by every precaution, recognize the independence and
sovereignty of every individual church. It shall also encourage on the part of
the church and the messengers the greatest possible freedom of expression in
discussing matters pertaining to its work.
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ARTICLE VI — Powers

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of
awakening enthusiasm in missionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises,
and receiving and distributing funds for the same,

ARTICLE VII — Funds

Section 1, All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary
donations secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the interest of which
appeals are made for gifls; provided, this is not to prevent the use of any
income or any property that may be acquired by donation or by purchase.

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of this
Messenger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized committees of this
assembly hereinafter provided for; but in no instance shall the assembly or
any committee of it use means in violation of the expressed preference of
the donor.

ARTICLE VIII — Officers

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a moderator,
an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and a corresponding
secretary-treasurer,

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, and
shall hold their offices until their successors are elected and the same shall
be true of all members of standing committees. All officers shall be elected
by a majority of the messengers voting. No moderator shall succeed himself
more than one year,

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed by the
Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the churches.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary-treasurer to
take charge of money and valuables not specifically entursted to someone else
and to dispose of same as he may be directed by this Messenger Assembly. He
shall make an annual report to his assembly of all monies received and
disbursed.

Section 5. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the records of
this Association, will superintend the printing and distribution of minutes of
such regular meetings as the messengers may direct.

ARTICLE IX — Committees

Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one represen-
tative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty of the committee
shall be to meet quarterly, or as directed by the Messenger Assembly, in the
interest of all the work. It shall be empowered to fill vacancies of regular
offices, between sessions of the Messenger Assembly and to call a special
meeting of a Messenger Assembly when needed.

Sction 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall be the
trustees of the Association: Namely, the moderator, assistant moderator, two
recording secretaries, and secretary-treasurer, subject to the direction of the
Messenger Assembly, and they are empowerd to act in lgal capacity as trustees
of this Association.

ARTICLE X — Missionaries
We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission was
given to the New Testament Church, and the authority must remain forever
with the churches. Therefore, the right and privilege of every church of this
Association to endorse, set apart or send out missionaries shall ever be
respected. Each church may support missionaries of its own choosing, and
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the act of one church in sending out missionaries can in no way bind or obligate
any other church. The churches shall be free and their support of missionaries
shall be voluntary on their part.

ARTICLE XI — Meetings

The regular meeting of the Church Messengers shall be at such time and
place as the assembled messengers may appoint.

ARTICLE XII — Amendments

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Articles of
Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send to the annual meeting
a copy of the proposed change; the Messenger Assembly will then submit the
proposed change to each cooperating church; if two-thirds of the cooperating
churches vote for the change, then the Articles of Agreement shall be amended
to conform to the proposed change. Two-thirds of the churches representing
in tllle assembly in the previous year shall be the number determining the
results.

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY

ARTICLE 1. — Name
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary
Baptist Association of Texas.

ARTICLE II. — Definition
The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of
the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

ARTICLE [1l. — Purpose
The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of
the local churches to be active in all phases of the work in which they have
the scriptual right to participate and to encourage the establishment of aux-
iliaries in all of our churches where none exist.

ARTICLE V. — Time and Place
The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 1:30 P.M., on Tuesday before
annual session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, or at such
time as may be designated by the messenger body. The place of each meeting
shall be determined by majority vote of the messengers.

ARTICLE V. — Officers
The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) President; (2) First Vice-
President; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Assistant
Recording Secretary; (6) Treasurer; (7) Assistant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding
Secretary, and (9) Bible and Tract Distributor, (10) Parliamentarian, (11) Ad-
visory Council of 3.

ARTICLE VI. — Election of Officers

All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote, No
officers shall succeed herself more than once consecutively.

ARTICLE VIl. — Duties of Officers

SECTION I—President

The duties of the President shall be:

(a) To preside over all Stale Meetings; (b) To appoint committees as
directed by the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when necessary;
(d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the work.

SECTION II—Vice President

The duties of the Vice-President shall be:

(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President or when
called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that usually devolve
upon such officers.

SECTION III—Secretary

The duties of the Secretary shall be:

(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To announce
special meetings; (c¢) To prepare and read reports as instructed by the
Messenger Body; (d) To perform such other duties as may be necessary in
carrying on the work of this office,

SECTION IV—Treasurer

The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds as

designated by the donors.
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SECTION V—Corresponding Secretary

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be:

(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of the State
Organization; (b) To report through our religious papers on the activities of
Women's Work; (c) To correspond with the State officers of other State
Auxiliaries w:th regard to work and meelings; (d) To keep a mailing list of
Auxiliaries over the state, both active and inactive.

SECTION VI—Bible and Tract Distributor

The duties of the Bible and Tract distributor shall be:

(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract
Work; (b) To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs [or the carry-
ing on of this work; (c¢) To supply local auxiliaries with tracts for distribu-
tion in their fields of work.

SECTION VII. The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: To advise the
presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also to give similar
advice to the body when they request it.

ARTICLE VIIl. — Membership

Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen
by her Auxiliary and approved by the church.

ARTICLE IX, — Contributions

All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary offerings
and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement,

ARTICLE X. — Reports

Section 1. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work accomplished
by the comhined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the churches which
compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, when they are convened
in annual session.

Section II, Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal Service
Reports and other reports of work accomphs.hed) shall be made at each annual
session of this Auxiliary as provided for in the program of that meeting.

ARTICLE XI. — Committees

Section I. Committees shall be appointed by the President except when
the President requests that they be elected.

Section II. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session to
recommend specific plans by which Girl's Auxiliaries may be established.
promoted and interest increased in the individual Girls' Auxiliaries,

Section III. A committee of five women, consisting of one member from
each section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for the purpose of en-
couraging and helping with the establishing new auxiliaries The First Vice-
President shall be chairman of this committee.

Secton 1V. A program committee shall be appointed by the President to
work with the entertaining church in preparation of the program material for
each annual meeting.

ARTICLE XIl. — Amendment

These articles of a ent shall not be changed or amended unless the
change of amendment offered in writing during the afterncon session and
permitted to lay over until night session. It may lhen be adopted only by a
vote of two-thirds of the messengers,
