




































































STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY 

SECTION I 
The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of 

Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field unless he has first 
been elected or endorsed as a missionary by the church of his membership, 
said church being associated with, and subscribing to the principles and prac­
tices of the churches of the Missionary Bap'ist Association of Texas. 

SECTION II 
Each church recommending a mIssIOnary from their membership t.o the 

churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in annual session is 
requested to submit for public reading a brief summary of the activities of 
the recommended missionary in the ministry that the messengers may know 
something of the abilities, training, and work of the man; and that the church 
recommending the missionary give a statement as to what their plans are 
concerning the support of the missionary and his area of work. This informa­
tion will greatly aid the messengers from the churches in making their deci­
sions about individual missionaries. 

SEC'I'lON III 
We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it be a 

Scriptural church is a Scriptural missionary, without recommendation of the 
messengers from the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

SECTION IV 
Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name recommended 

for endorsement by the messengers in annual session. 

SECTION V 
We recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual session 

to recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries. 

SECTION VI 
All mlssronaries of the churches working as State Missionaries under the 

recommendations of the messengers shall make a written monthly report to 
the Secretary-treasurer. This report shall tell of the work done during the 
month and shall list all money collected on the field. Reports shall be made 
available to the churches and a yearly report published in the minutes. Money 
collected on the field, unless designated to- sume special church or mission 
project, shall be counted as salary. The missionaries and Secretary-Treasurer 
may hold as many as two revival meetings each year without reporting any 
funds, so received, as contributions toward his salary. The missio-naries and 
the Secretary-Treasurl'r may have two Weeks paid vacat.ion each year in 
8ddition to two revival meetings. 

SECTION VII 
State Mission work shall be defined as follows: 

1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, or in cities 
large enough to have two or more ehurches. 

2. Work with weak pastorless churehes, to aid them in growing and securing 
a pastor. 

3. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in established 
churches with regular pastors. should not be counted as mission work. 
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4. A month's work should include at least 160 hours actually spmt in con­
structive mission work. 

SECTION VIII 
We recommend: 

1. The missionaries seek fields in sections of lhe state where we have no 
churches. 

2. The missionaries should seek out a church to sponsor the rrussion that is 
consistent in their support of missions, and that is of sufficient strength to 
fulfill the responsibility of a sponsoring church, and that the sponsoring 
church adobt a policy concerning the mission that would not allow it to 
be organized into a church until it becomes self-supporting in every respect, 
including a full time pastor on the field. 

3. That the missionaries begin teaching and leading newly organized missions 
and ChUl'ches to support all phases of mission work and that they begin 
immediately to give support to the missionaJ~ ies salary, and that such 
support be increased J'egularly as the work grows. The missionary and 
mission should work toward a goal of being able to support a pastor within 
five (5) years. That tilis be done by seeking to support 20% of the mis­
sionary's salary within tile firs t year, 40% within the secol1d, 60% within 
the third, 80% within the fOurth, and within the firth year of being able 
to support a full lime pastor. The missionary should remain witil the 
mission until it becomes self-supporting. 

4. That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches to adobt, 
and put to proper use, a good Sunday School record system and plan of 
Sunday School organization. 

5. That the missionaries lead the newly established churches to follow a 
definate plan of organized visitation evangelism. 

6. That the missianaries not be used as a supply preacher in our established 
churches where pastors are on the field. 

7. That missionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a self-support­
ing church, regardless of how much of his salary they might pay. 

8. That the missionaries should not be elected to an office of the Assiciation. 

SEC'I'ION IX 
The trustees of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas are authorized 

to relocate old mobile church units and locate new ones between sessions of 
the association under the following guidelines: 
1. State missionaries of this association on stipulated salary be given priority 

for usage of mobile units; 
2. State missionaries of this association on designated offerings be eligable for 
mobile units when need by a salaried missionary is not imminent; 
3. The trustees shall not relocate an old unit or locate a new one within the 

sixty days just prior to an associational meeting but they shall refer the 
matter to the messenger assembly; 

4_ A mobile unit may be recalled by the messenger assembly in any annunl 
session, or called session. 

SECTION X 
May the statements of this policy never be interpreted as binding laws 

upon churches or missionaries, but as goals and guidelines. 
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SECTION XI 
GUIDELINES FOR THE USE OF THE MOBILE UNITS 

1. It is agreed that the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of 
Texas will: 
A. Provide the mobile unit; 
B. Pay for moving the unit; 
C. Pay for relocating the unit; 
D. Pay for major repairs brought on by physical damage outside the 

control of those using it, such as strom damage, vandalism and/or 
mechanical failure. 

II. It is agreed that the mission and/or sponsoring church will: 
A. Provide the location for the unit; 
B. Pay for all connections, such as water, gas, electricity, sewage; 
C. Keep unit in good state of repair while in custody of mission and/or 

sponsoring church; 
D. Pay for any and all repairs needed while in their use except those 

covered in Part I, Section D; 
E. Pay for re-Iocating or re-setting unit while in their use; 
F. Make no alterations in physical structure of unit without approval 

of trustees. 
III. Mter the unit is located and all connections made, the Mission Secre­

tary, in company with the missionary and at least one member of the 
mission and/or sponsoring church, shall inspect the unit. The inspection 
shall reveal the condition of the unit at the time the mission begins 
using it. A written record of such findings shall be signed by both 
parties and a copy of same provided for both parties. 

IV. A similar inspection called for in Part III shall be conducted before the 
unit is disconnected from the utilities at the time of moving from the 
custody of any mission and/or sponsoring church. The results of this 
inspection shall be recorded and signed by both parties. 

SECTION xn 
GUIDELINES FOR 'I'HE MBSF REPRESENTATIVE 

1. The MBSF reprf'sentalive will meet the same qualifications and require­
ments of the missionaries as set forth in Section I and II. The endorsing 
church should take the initative in seeing that the representative abides 
by these guidelines. 

2. He will receive the same salary as the missionaries. 
3. He will be re-imbursed for travel expenses related to the MBSF work 

outside his local area of residence at a rate prescribed by the messenger 
assembly. 

4. Section VI of the Mission Policy shall apply to the M.B.S.F. Representative 
as well as to the missionaries. 

5. He may use the mailing permit through the office of the Secretary­
Treasurer for state-wide projects. 

6. He will work with college and university students, and not just serve 
as a supply preacher. 

7. He will visit with and encourage MBSF groups already beglID, aiding 
them in their programs and outreach. 

8. He will seek to establish new campus MBSF chapters under the direction 
of a sponsoring church which works in the Missionary Baptist Association 
of Texas. No chapter will be organized without such a sponsoring church. 
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It is recognized that each MBSF chapter in under the direction of a 
local church. 

9. He will seek to develop a spirit of loyalty to Christ, to the Bible, to the 
local church, and to the Missionary Baptist principles of faith and practice 
He will neither promote nor participate in activity which compromises 
Missionary Baptist doctrinal positions, disturbs the lawful order of the 
citizenry, or displays immorality. He will seek to encourage all chapters to 
function wibhin the framework of school regulations. 

10. He will publicize the MBSF work of this association and of the American 
Baptist Association, seeking to keep both mutually informed. 

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 

ARTICLES I -- Name 
This association shall be known as The Missionary Baptist Association 

of Texas. 

ARTICLE II -- Object 
The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest in the 

welfare of the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among the churches, 
and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest possible activity in mis­
sionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises. 

ARTICLE III -- How Composed 
Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular independent 

Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose to cooperate in carry­
ing out the object of this Association. 

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be composed 
of messengers elected by the churches composing it. 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association shall 
be entitled to three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification of her 
messengers. 

ARTICLE IV - Nature 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, formed as 

a council in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V - Principles 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the freedom 

of speech as essential to the highEst achievement in its work. It shall stand or 
fall on its own conformity to the tmth. It shall exercise no ecclesiastical 
authority, but it shall, by every precaution, recognize the independence and 
sovereignty of every individual church. It shall also encourage on the part of 
the church and the messengers the greatest possible freedom of expression in 
discussing matters pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI - Powers 
The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of 

awakening enthusiasm in missionary, educational. and benevolent enterprises, 
and receiving and distributing funds for the same. 
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ARTICLE VII - Funds 
Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary 

donations secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the inteI"€st of which 
appeals are made for gifts; provided, this is not to prevent the use of any 
income or any property that may be acquired by donation or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of this 
Mesl3enger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized committees of this 
asselnbly hel'einaftel' provided for; but in no instance shall the assembly or 
any committee of it use means in vola lion of the expressed preference of 
the donor. 

ARTICLE VIII - Officers 
Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a moderator, 

an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and a corresponding 
secretary-treasurer. 

Section 2. All officers of tills assembly shall be chosen annually, and 
shall hold their offices until their succeSSOfl; are lected and the same shalt 
be true of all members of standing committees. All officers shall be elected 
by a majority of the messengers voting. No modpl'ator shall succeed himseH 
more than one year. 

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed by the 
Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the churches. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary·treasurers to 
Lake chal'ge of money and valuables not specificatly entrusted to someone else, 
and to dispose of same as he may be directed by this Messenger Assembly. He 
shall make an annual report to his assembly of a ll monies received and 
disbursed. 

Section 5. The recording secretal'ies, in addition to keeping the records of 
this ASSOCiation, will superintend the printing and distribution of minutes of 
such regull:1r meetings as llie messengers may direct. 

ARTICLE IX - Committees 
Section 1. '.rhe missionary committee shall be compo.')ed of one represen· 

tative of each church choosing to be I' ·presented. The duty of the committee 
shall be to meet quarterly, 01' as dit'ected by the Messenger Assembly, i.n Ule 
interest of all the work. It shall be empowend to fill vacancies of r-egular 
offices, between sessions of the Messenger Assembly and to call a special 
meeting of a Messenger Assembly when needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall be the 
trustees of the association: Namely, the model'ator, assistant moderator, two 
recording secretaries, and secretary-ll'easurer, subject to the direction of the 
Me')seogel' Assembly, and they al'e empowered to act in legal capacity as 
trustees of this Association. 

ARTICLE X - Missionaries 
We hold that the authol'ily for execution of the Great Commission was 

given to the New Testament Church, and the authority mllst remain fOI'ever 
with the chUl·ches. Therefore, the right and privilege of every church of this 
Association to endorse, sd apal'! 01' send out missionarirs shall ever be 
l'espected. Each church may support missionaries of its own choosing, an 
the act of one church in sending out missional'ies can in no way bind 01' obligate 
any ollieI' church. Thl' churches shall be free and theil' support of missionaries 
shall be voluntary on theil' part. 
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ARTICLE Xi - Meetings 
Thl:! regular meeting or the Church Messengers shall be at such lime anrl 

plnce as the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XI1 - Amendments 
The Messenger Assemhly shall have no power tn change lhe Articles o( 

Agreement. Any church desiring n chilnge shall send b the annual meeting 
a copy of the proposed change: the Messenger Assembly will then submit. the 
proposed change to each cooperating chu rch ; if two-thirds of Ule coopernting 
cllll rche:s vote for the change. !.hen the ArLide of Agreement shall he amended 
to confolTll to the proposed change. Two-thirds of tne churches repl't'sentin;! 
in the assembly in the previolls yea r shall be the number rletermining the 
rc:sults.

8. 'Ihe posters will be judged on neatness. originality and presentation of 

the material. 
9. The postel" will be carefully judged by Lh AdvisOJ'Y Council .

ilimy listed in the State Minute Book and new auxilialies a copy of lhe Postel' 
Contest I'ules. We recommend also lhat the AdvisolY Committee. who act as 
Po tel' Contest judges. be given full instruclions as to lheir "esponsibility as 
judges of the Poster Contest.

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary 

Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE II. - Definition 
The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of 

the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of 'I'exas. 

ARTICLE III. - Purpose 
The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of 

the local churches to be active in all phases of the work in which they have 
the scriptural right to participate and to encourage the establishment of 
auxiliaries in all of our churches where none exist 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 
The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday before 

annual session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 01' at such 
time al may be designated by the messenger body. The place of each meeting 
shall be determined by majority vote of the messengers. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 
The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) President; (2) First Vice­

President; (3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Assistant 
Recording Secretary; (6) Treasurer; (7) Assistant Treasurer; (8) Correspond­
ing Secretary; (9) Bible and Tract Distributor; (10) Parliamentarian; (11) Ad­
visory Council of 3. 

ARTICLE VI. - Election of Officers 
All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote. 

No officers shall succeed herself more than once consecutively. 

ARTICLE VII. - Duties of Officers 
SECTION 1-President 

The duties of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all State Meetings; (b) To appoint committees as 

directed by the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when necessary; 
Cd) To be active in looking after the welfare of the work. 
SECTION 11-Vice-Presidents 

The duties of the First Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President or when 

called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that usually devolve 
upon such officers; (c) Shall be Chairman of the Committee lo Stimulate 
Interest. 

'l'he duties of the Second Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meeting in the absence of the President and First 

Vice-President or when called upon; (b) Shall be the Chairman of the Pro­
gram Committee; (c) To perform the duties that usually devolve upon stich 
officers. 
SECTION III-Secretary 

The duties of the Secretary shall be: 
(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To announce 



special meetings; (c) To prepare and read reports a'l instructed by the 
Messenger Body; (d) To perform such other duties as may be necessary in 
carrying on the work of this office. 
SECTION IV-Treasurer 

The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds as 
designated by the donors. 
SECTION V- Corresponding Secretary 

The duties of the Corresponding Secl'etalY shaD be: 
(a) To correspond about necessary lllfl lters with Ule orficers of the State 

Organization; (b) To report through our religious papel' on the activities of 
Women's Work; (c) To correspond with the State Of[iceL'S of other State 
Auxiliaries with r egard to work and mefLi ngs; Cd) To keep a mailing list 01' 
Auxiliaries ovel' the state, boUl aclive and inaclive; (e) To send copies of the 
State Womell's Auxi liary progl'eull t.o each auxiliary befor the sk,te meeting. 
SECTION VI-Bible and Tract Distributor 

The duties of the Bible and Tracl Distribulor shall be: 
(a) To solicit funds and l'eceivl;! voiLmtary offerings fol' Bible and Tract 

work; (b) 'I'D keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs for the carrying 
on of this work; (c) To supply local auxiliaries wi th tracts for distribution in 
their fields of work. 
SECTION VII- Parliamentarian 

The duties of Ule Parliamentarian shall be: 
To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also 

to give similar advice to the body when they request it. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 
Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen by 

her Auxiliary and approved by the chUl·ch. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 
All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary offerings 

and shall be given to the TreasurEI' fOI" proper disbursement. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 
SECTION 1. This Au.'<.iliary shall make an annual report of work accom­

plished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the churches 
which compose the Mi..~sionary Baplist Association of Texas, when they are 
convened jn annual session. 

SECTION U. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Pel'sonal Serv­
ice Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be made at each 
annual session of this Auxiliary as provided for in the program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 
SECTION 1. Commiltees shall be appointed by the President except when 

the President requests that they be elected. 
SECTION n. A commit lee shall be appointed at each annual session to 

recommend specific plans by which Girl's Auxiliaries may be esl:ablished. 
promoted and interest inCl'eased in the individual Girl's Auxiliat'ies. 

SECTION m. A committee of five women. consis~ing of one m enweJ.· 
from each section of Ule State of Texas. shall be appointed for the put'pose of 
encollraging and hclping wifh the establishing new auxi llal'ies. The }?il's~ 
Vice-PI'esidenl shall be chairman of this committee. 

SECTION IV. A program committee shall be appointed by the President 
to work with the entertaining church in preparation of the program material 
for each annual meeting. 
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ARTICLE XII. - Amendment 

These artic.les of agreement shall not be changed or amended unless the 
change o[ amendment be offered in writing during the afternoon session and 
Pet.'mitted to layover until night session. It may then be adopted only by a 
vote of two-thil:ds of the messengers.
