Minutes of the 
Missionary Committee's Meeting 

May 10, 1974 
The Missionary Committee convened at Calvary Missionary Baptist Church, 

Henderson, Texas, May 10, 1974, at 2:00 P. M., with Bro. Loyd Roper, vice-moderator 
presiding. Dr. W. H. Hitt was the host pastor. 

The meeting was opened with a song, "Leaning on the Everlasting Arms" led by 
Bro. Gary Roberts, accompanied by Bro. Royal Burt. Bro. Purvis Williams led in 
prayer. 

The minut.es of the last meeting were read and approved. 

The election of officers was as follows: Bro. Loyd Roper, Moderator; Bro. Earl 
Reynolds, vice-moderator; Bro. P. A. DuBose, clerk and Bro. Randy Horn, assistant 
clerk. 

Th corresponding secretl\ry-Lrea urer of the Missionary Baplisl AssClCiaLion of 
'°l'exas, Bro, Billy Daniels was called on to give a rel)Ort. He reported Lho the pc)li cy the 

hurclles hove adopted and are practiciug has been sufficient to meet the need of OUf 
alaried missionaries. He gave a summary of the finan(~es of' the tate IYork and a 

stat.isLi.ca l report of each missionary project. The summol'y showed that presently the 
missionaries were colleoting the following percenlage or thei r salaries on the field .

Bro. Daniels also read a progress report of the missions then called on each mis· 
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sionary to give his report. 

Bro. Griffith reported that the property was one half paid for, prospects were good, 
and that workers were needed more than anything else. 

Bro. Hunt reported $5,000.00 in the land fund and that $10,000.00 was needed to 
payoff the property. He reported that the church wag going int.o a bond program of 
$65,000.00, paying 8' 2';'; int.erest on the bonds, very soon. 

Bro. Williams reported that the mission had bought 2 I" acres of land for $:3,750,00 
and paid off' 2 of the land and was trying to get started building. He also reported t.hat. 
the present membership WflS 55, prospect$ were good, and t.he great.est need was t.o get 
into a facility of their own. 

Bro. Shaffer reported that the mission had lost five families, but. it had grown, the 
support. had remained about the same, and prospects were good. He report.ed a high 
recently of 58 in Sunday School and 90 in preaching service. 

Bro. Slocumb reported that t.he church in Andrews had a high of 54 in attendance 
in March and had made great progress ('In the building. 

Bro. Hill reported that they were having visitors and that he had hopes of real 
growth soon. He also reported the source of offerings he had received. 

Bro, Askew expressed his appreciation for the support he had received. He 
reported the project had received $2,000.00 in the land fund, that he was receiving 
bet.ween $130.00 and $140.00 pel' week support for salary, and that in the previous four 
weeks, five had been saved. He also reported there was the possibility of acquiring 
property with a building on it .. 

Bro. DllnieJs stated that the Jand fund in Halton City was a project of thE' St.ate 
Ladies Auxiliary. He also reported that t.he reports from Bro. Courtney in Pampa, Tex­
as, were good and the MBSF retreat was very good with 175 enrolled. He also stated 
that the financial needs for the MBSF chapel at Denton were being met, and appraised 
the needs of missionaries relative to rents, utilit.ies. etc., due to increased cost of living. 
He also urged additional support for missionaries and missionary projects on 
designated funds, and for Jand funds. 

Other missionaries and past.ors spoke relative to missionary work which were not. 
included in t.he Stat.e Association projects. 

Meeting was adjourned with prayer.

water when 8 storm i raging. The IIngry waves lap ou t at the very existence of things 
within their I' 8eh. In the stormy seoson we who live in t he coastal areas make prepara­
tion or storms III case n hurricane hits the Texas coa. 1. However, all of us no matter 
where we live must prepare for the storms that come in life. 

A sailor of the seas must be prepared for the storms that he might encounter on the 
sea. He must be in the proper type of ship with anchors that hold. He must be trained 
in how to handle his vessel or must be accompanied by someone who does. He must. 
have access to communications. He needs to be able to receive warnings and be able to 
voice distress. He must be sure of a port. He must know how to gain harbor. 

We are all sailors on the Sea of Life. There are and will be storms on this sea. Some 
of the storms are physical, mental. moral, financial and domestic. 

PHYSICAL STORMS 
Hurricanes - Tornadoes - God sends them or allows them to come., 

MENTAL STORMS 
We live in a "Pressure Age." These pressures cause many mental and emotional 

breakdowns. Pressure comes from our jobs, our friends. and our families. Our trip here 
was delayed because of a Lorm. II was a mental storm in a young lady's life. She was 
the daughter of a couple who holds mem.bership in our church . y' he left her office job on 
Friday - went home and took her father's shotgun (lnd took her life. There was a 
terrific storm Qn her sea of life and she couldn' t cope with it. 'From all indications she 
had been involved with drugs. They had helped to disturb her mentally. She was a poet 
and her folk wanted one of her poems used in her funeral service. I sat Sunday after­
nool1 and read some of her poems. he wrote everal about the sea and her love for the 
sea. Several of her poems displayed life as a stress filled raue of fear, perhaps a descrip­
tion of her life. Some of the poems were of death and some of love. 

There may be mental storms in all of our lives, so brace for the storms. 

MORAL STORMS 
There is an air of permissiveness in our society. Everyone wants to "Do It," 

because everybody is "Doing It." The "New Morality" of today is only the "Old Im­
morali ty " of yesterday. 

FINANCIAL STORMS 
There are cont.inued scal'ldals of government officials because their minds are on 

"The Dollar." The high cost of living necessitates both parents to work - thus causing 
much disruption to home and family life. 

DOMESTIC STORMS 
Hardly a week passes but what most. ministers are called upon to give counsel 

because of separation - divorce - t.rouble with children and other family problems. 

None of us lirE! exempt from these torms, but we can m.ore successfully ride out 
t.he storms if we have: ( I ) iJesus as our Saviour. (2) Faith in God as our anchor. (3) The 
Lord as our Master 8n Ilhe splain of our ship. (4) A healthy prayer life for good com­
munication. (5) urage from th promi~e I)f of God. (6) The Bible as our sailing 
guide. (7) Be Rur tho our port is Heavcn . 

In Ads hc 27t h chupLer, Paul, as a pri$onel', IVa in a storm Oil his voyage to 
I ~Cll11e . An IIngel uf God al peared 1.0 him and 'old him no one would lose his life. Paul 
Wid hili Ilm pilniun ttl he of good I:heer - have courage. The promise of God gives us 
('oul'age to face Lhe storms or life. We Ulllst be anchored in the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Hebrews 6: 19 reads " Which hope we have as an anchor oHhe sou l, both \Ire and stead­
fnst ... " 
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The Bible, our sailing guide, helps us to endure the storms. We must believe in 
God's Word . We must study it, and live by it (11 Timothy 2:15; II Timothy 3:16). 

We need to be faithful in attendance at the house of the Lord . We have to faithful­
ly serve Him before He will honor us (John 12:26).

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 
TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary Bap­

tist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE II. - Definition 
The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of the 

churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE III. - Purpose 
The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of the local 

churches to be active in all phases of the work in which they have the scriptural right to 
participate and to encourage the establishment of auxiliaries in all our churches where 
none exist. 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 
The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday before annual 

session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, or at such time as may be 
designated by the messenger body. The place of each meeting shall be determined by 
majority vote of the messengers. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 
The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (1) President; (2) First Vice-President; 

(3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Assistant Recording Secretary; 
(6) Treasurer; (7) Assistant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding Secretary; (9) Bible and 
Tract Distributor; (10) Parliamentarian; (11) Advisory Council of 3. 

ARTICLE VI. .- Election of Officers 
All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote. No officers 

shall succeed herself more than once consecutively. 

ARTICLE VII. - Duties of Officers 
SECTION I-President 

The duties of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all State Meetings; (b) To appoint committees as directed by 

the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when necessary; (d) To be active in 
looking after the welfare of the work. 
SECTION II-Vice-Presidents 

The duties of the First Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings in the Absence of the President or when called 

upon hy the President; (b) To perform the duties (hat usually devolve upon such of­
ficers; (e) Shall be Chairman of the Committee to Stimulate Jnterset. 

The duties of the Second Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meeting in the absence of the President and First Vice­

President or when called upon; (b) Shall be the Chairman of the Program Committee; 
(c) To peri'orm the duties that usually devolve upon such officers. 
SECTION II!--Serretarv 

The duties of the S~cretary shall be: 
(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To announce speciAl 

meetings; (c) To prepare and read reports as instructed by the Messenger Body; (d) To 
perform slich ot her duties as may be necessary in carrying on t.he work of this office. 
SECTION IV-Treasurer 

The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds as designated by 
the donors. 
SECTION V -Corresponding Secretary 

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be: 
(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of the State Organiza-
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tion; (b) To report through our religious papers on the activities of Women's Work; (c) 
To correspond with the State Officers of other State Auxiliaries with regard to work 
and meetings; (d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active and 
inactive; (e) To send copies of the State Women's Auxiliary program to each auxiliary 
before the state meeting. 
SECTION VI-Bible and Tract Distributor 

The duties of the Bible and Tract Distributor shall be : 
(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract work; (b) 

To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs for the carrying on of this work; (c) 
To supply local auxiliaries with tracts for distribution in their fields of work. 
SECTION VII-Parliamentarian 

The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: 
To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also to give 

similar advice to the body when they request it . 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 
Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen by her 

Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 
SECTION I- All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary offerings 
and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement. 
SECTION II-At each annual meeting, the messengers shall select, by majority vote, 
a special project for the coming year. (a) Individual or District Auxiliaries who shall 
desire to nominate a project shall be encouraged to send a copy of the proposal to the 
Corresponding Secretary by September 1 so that she may include such information in a 
publicity let Ler to auxiliaries over the state before t he Slate Meet.ing. (b) Individual or 
District Auxiliarie who nominate a project should be prapared to pre ent adequate in · 
formation concerning the project. (c) All project offerings shall be given to the 
Treasurer for proper disbursement. 
S'<.:CTION III- At each annual session, a Tract Goal shall be selected. The Bible and 
TrL'ct Distributor shall receive funds for this project and make proper disbursements. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 
SECTION I. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work accomplished by the 
combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the churches which compose the 
Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, when they are convened in annual session. 
SECTION II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal Service 
Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be made at each annual session 
of this Auxiliary as provided for in the program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 
SECTION I. Committees shall be appointed by the President except when the 
President requests that they he elected. 
SECTION II. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session to recom· 
mend specific plans by which Girl's Auxiliaries may be established, promoted and in­
terest increased in the individual Girl's Auxiliaries. 
SECTION III. A committee of five women, consisting of one member from each 
section of the State of Texas, shall he appointed for the purpose of encouraging and 
helping with the establishing new auxiliaries. The First Vice-President shall be chair­
man of this committee. 
SECTION IV. A program committee shall he appointed by the President to work 
with the entertaining church in preparation of the program material for each annual 
meeting.
