ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 

ARTICLE I - Name 
This association shall be known as The Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE II - Object 
The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest in the welfare of 

the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among the churches, and to encourage and 
perpetuate the very greatest possible activity in missionary, educational, and 
benevolent enterprises. 

ARTICLE III - How Composed 
Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular independent 

Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose to cooperate in carrying out 
the object of this Association. 

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be composed of 
messengers elected by the churches composing it. 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association shall be entitled 
t u three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification of her 
messengers. 

ARTICLE IV - Nature 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, formed as a coun­

cil in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V - Principles 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the freedom of speech 

as essential to the highest achievement in its work. It shall stand or fall on its own con­
formity to the truth. It shall exercise no ecclesiastical authority, but it shall, by every 
precaution, recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. It 
shall also encourage on the part of the church and the messengers the greatest possible 
freedom of expression in discussing matters pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI - Powers 
The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of awakening 

enthusiasm in missionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises, and receiving and 
distributing funds for the same. 

ARTICLE VII - Funds 
Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary donations 

secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the interest of which appeals are made for 
gifts; provided, this is not to prevent the use of any income or any property that may be 
acquired by donation or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of this Messenger 
Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized committees of this assembly hereinafter 
provided for; but in no instance shall the assembly or any committee of it use means in 
violation of the expressed preference of the donor. 
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ARTICLE VIII - Officers 

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a moderator, an assis­
tant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries, and a corresponding secretary-trea~urer. 

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, and shall hold 
their offices until their successors are elected and the same shall be true of all mem bel'S 
of standing committees. All officers shall be elected by a majority of lhe messengers 
voting. No moderator shall succeed himself more than one year. 

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed by the Messenger 
Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the churches. 

Section 4. 11. shall be the duty of the corre, pondIng secrcttlry-treasul'ers to take 
charge of money lid vaIuabI s not specifically enlru Led to sC)me(me else, and to dis­
pose of same as he may be directed by th is Messenger Assemhly. He shall make an an­
nual report to Lhis assembly of' a ll monies received and disbursed . 

Section 5. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the records of this 
Association, will superintend the printing and distribution of minutes of such regular 
meetings as the messengers may direct. 

ARTICLE IX - Committees 
Section 1. The missionary com mittee shall be composed of one representative of 

each church choosing to be represented. The duty of the committee shall be to meet 
quarterly, or as directed by the Messenger Assembly, in the interest of all the work. It 
shall be empowered to fill vacancies of regular offices, between sessions of the 
Messenger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger Assembly whem 
needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall be the trustees of 
the association: Namely, the moderator, assistant moderator, two recording 
secretaries, and secretaty-treasurer, subject to the direction of the Messenger 
Assembly, and they are empowered to act in legal capacity as tmstees of this Associa­
tion. 

ARTICLE X - Missionaries 
We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission was given to the 

New Testament Church, and the authority must remain forever with the churches. 
Therefore, the right and privilege of every church of this Association to endorse, set 
apart or send out missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis ­
sionaries of its own choosing, and the act of one church in sending out missionaries can 
in no way bind or obligate any other church. The churches shall be free and their sup­
port of missionaries shall be voluntary on their part. 

ARTICLE XI - Meetings 
The regular meetings of the Church Messengers shall be at such time and place as 

the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XII - Amendments 
The Mess nger Ass mbly shall have no power to change the Articles of' Agreement.

Bro . J. C. Askew gave an interesting report on the work in Haltom City, Texas. 

Bro. Gene Smith reported on the mission in the Timber Lake addition in Houston 
where Bro. Wayne Bransen is working. 

Bro. Beckler spoke concerning the work in Albuquerque, New Mexico. 

Bro . Paul Patterson, missionary pastor of the Calvary Baptist Mission in Hender­
son sponsered by the Calvary Missionary Baptist Church in Henderson , reported much 
progress. Property has been purchased and plans for future building. Reports also from 
Henderson that Bro. David Paul Smith, missionary in Canada seni by Calvary 
Church, is doing fine, but in desperate need of building. 

Bro. Roy Culley reported on Brother Teddy Baddilies from the Philippines and 
said that progress is being made for his arrival in the United States. His plans include 
Texas Baptist Institute-Seminary for further education. 

Bro. C. E. Patton, First Missionary Baptist Church, Duncanville, reported on the 
work in Lewisville, Texas. Plans are for the near future a new building in order to in­
crease from the 30 now running in attendance. 

Bro. ,Jay L. Hill announced that the organization of the Conroe Mission will he

Regular visitors was the main word from Bro. Charles Bracewell, pastor of the Lee 
Hi Missionary Baptist Church in Sulphur Springs, Texas who support and endorse the 
mission at Emory, Texas. 

Bro. Meyers told of progress in Mississippi where Bro . Bob Griffith is missionary.

The Missionary Committee convened at Calvary Missionary Baptist Church, 
Henderson, Texas, on May 9, 1975, at 2:00 P.M., with Bro. Loyd Roper, Moderator, 
presiding. Bro. W. H. Hitt was the host pastor. 

Bro. C. H. McBryde led the opening prayer. Bro. David Bassett led in singing "He 
Hideth My Soul", accompanied by Mrs. Gordon Shaffer. 
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The minutes of the last meeting read and approved.

Hunt r~port~d their building program was going well and should be com­
pleted within a month. A dedication service was planned for mid-July. He reported the 
mission had issued $45,000.00 in 9% bonds and that all bonds had been sold. 

Bro. Kenneth Griffith expressed appreciation for continued good support. He 
reported that $8,000.00 was owed on their $32,000.00 property, and he hoped to pay it 
off by fall, spring at the latest. He also reported a large growth rate in the area. 

Bro. Jim Slocomb reported a high in Sunday School of 146 and several new ad­
ditions. He expressed hope of organizing a Baptist Training Course in the near future. 

Bro. Gordon Shaffer reported that during his nine months on the field attendance 
had increased from around 10 to the mid-twenties. He reported six additions. 

Bro. Pervis Williams reported their land was paid for and they hoped to begin con-
struction on a new building soon, possibly by July. . 

Bro. Danny Courtney reported good progress in the past three months with an 
average attendance of around 30. He also reported that work on their building was 
progressing well and announced plans for a bond issue. 

Bro. J. C. Askew was not present, but Bro. Daniels reported they had secured some 
property and that support had been good. 

Bro. Daniels gave a generall'eport and spoke in particular on the work in Albu­
querque, New Mexico. He said Bro. White told him on the phone that he did not want 
t.o pastor and that he planned to resign on the following Wednesday night. 

There was some discussion whether the messengers has voted to support the man 
or the project. It was decided the man was supported. 

Bro. Daniels also said he had talked with Bro. Jerry Coffman, pastor of the spon­
soring church, and that Bro. Coffman promised to make a report to "The Monitor" 
soon. 

Other missionaries and pastors spoke relative to mission work not included in 
Stat.e Association projects.

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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 
TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary Bap­

tist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE II. - Definition 
The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of the 

churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE III. - Purpose 
The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of the local 

churches to be active in all phases of the work in which they have the scriptural right to 
participate and to encourage the establishment of auxiliaries in all our churches where 
none exist. 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 
The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday before annual 

session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, or at such time as may be 
designated by the messenger body. The place of each meeting shall be determined by 
majority vote of the messengers . 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 
The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be (I) President.; (2) First Vice-President; 

(3) Second Vice-President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Assistant Recording Secretary; 
(61 Treasurer; (7) Assistant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding ecretary; (9) Bible and 
Tract Distributor; (10) Parliamentarian; (11) Advisory Council of 3. 

ARTICLE VI. - Election of Officers 
All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote. No officers 

shall succeed herself more than once consecutively. 

ARTICLE VII. - Duties of Officers 
SECTION I-President 

The duties of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all State Meetings; (b) To appoint committees as directed by 

the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when necessary; (d) To be active in 
looking after the welfare of the work. 
SECTION II-Vice-Presidents 

The duties of the First Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings ill the absellce of the President or when called 

upon by the President; (b) To perform t.he duties tha t usually devolve upon such of­
ficers; (c) Shall be Chairman of the omm ittee to timulllte Interset. 

The duties of the Second Vice-President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meeting in the absence of the President and First Vice­

President or when called upon; (b) Shall be the Chairman of the Program Committee; 
(cl To perform the duties that usually devolve upon such officers . 
SECTION III- Secretary 

'rhe dll t ies of t he ecrctm v shall be: 
(a) Tq keep a re ord of Lhc proceeding. of the meetings; (b) 'rq announce special 

meetings: () 0 prepare ond read reports as instructed by Lh Messenger Body; (d) To 
perform 51! h oUler du ties as may be necessary in cnrrying 011 t11e work or this office. 
SECTION IV-Treasurer 

The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds as designated by 
the donors . 
SECTION V-Corresponding Secretary 

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be: 
(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of the State Organiza-
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tion; (b) To report through our religious papers on the activities of Women's Work; (c) 
To correspond with the State Officers of other State Auxiliaries with regard to work 
and meetings; (d} To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active and 
inactive; (e) To send copies of the State Women's Auxiliary program to each auxiliary 
before the state meeting. 
SECTION VI- Bible and Tract Distributor 

The duties of the Bible and Tract Distributor shall be: 
(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract work; (b) 

To keep local auxiliaries inl'orrued about the needs for the carrying on of this work; (c) 
To supply local auxiliaries with Lracts for distribution in their fields of work. 
SECTION VII- Parliamentarian 

The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: 
To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also to give 

similar advice to the body when they request it. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 
Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen by her 

Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 
SECTION I-All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary offerings 
and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement. 
SECTION II-At each annual meeting, the messengers shall select, by majority vote, 
n pecial projecL for tile coming year. (a) Individual or District Auxiliaries who hall 
desire to nominate a project shall be encouraged to send a cllPY oj' the pmposal to the 

orresponding Secretary by eptember I so that she may include such information in a 
publicit.y leLter Lo uxi liaries over the state be ore Lhe 'taLC Meeling. (b) Individual 01' 

District Auxiliaries who nominE.lte a project hould be prepared t.o pre ent adequllte in· 
ormation concerning the project. (c) All project offerings hall b given to Lhe 

Treasurer for proper disbursement. 
SECTION III- At each annual session, a Tract Goal shall be selected. The Bible and 
Tract Distributor shall receive funds for this project and make proper disbursements. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 
SECTION I. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work accomplished by the 
combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the ch\ll'ches which compose the 
Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, when they are convened in annual session. 
SECTION II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal Service 
Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be made at each annual session 
of this Auxiliary as provided for in the program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE Xl. - Committees 
SECTION I. Committees shall be appointed by the President except when the 
President request~ that they be elected. 
SECTION n. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session to recom· 
mend specific plans by which Girl's Auxiliaries may be established, promoted and in· 
terest increased in the individual Girl's Auxiliaries. 
SECTION III. A committee of five women, consisting of one member from each 
section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for the purpose of enco\ll'aging and 
helping with the establishing new auxiliaries. The First Vice·President shall be chair· 
man of this committee. 
SECTION N. A program committee shall be appointed by the President to work 
with the entertaining church in preparation of the program material for each annual 
meeting.
