
























































































Section :1. Each church choosing to represent in this Association be entitled 
to three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification of her 
. 

ARTICLE IV - Nature 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, formed as a coun­

cil in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, and benevolent work. 

ARTICLE V - Principles 
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the freedom of speech 

as essential to the highest achievement in its work. It shall stand or fall on its own con­
funnity to the truth . It shall exercise no ecclesiastical authority, but it shall, by every 
precaution, recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. It 
shall also encourage on the part of the church and the messengers the greatest possible 
freedom of expression in discussing matters pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI - Powers 

The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of awakening 
entllllsiasm in missionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises, and receiving and 
distributing funds for the same. 

ARTICLE VII - Funds 
Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary donations 

secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the interest of which appeals are made for 
gifts; pI'OI'ided, this is not to prevent the use of any income or any property that may be 
aC4uired hy donation or by purchase. 

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of' this Messenger 
Assemblv. or by an act of properly authorized committees of this assembly hereinafter 
provided for; but in no instance shall the assembly or any committee of it use means in 
viulatinn of the expressed preference of the donor. 

ARTICLE VII! - Ofticers 

Section 1. The officers oi'this Messenger Assembly shall be a moderator. an assis­
tant moderator, two U) recording secretaries. and a corresponding senetar,v-treasurer . 

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually. and shall hold 
their nl'fice:; until their successors are elected and tbe same shall be oj all nlt'lllhers 
uf slanding- committees. All officers shall be elected by a majority oj the mcssl'ngers 
voting. No moderator shall succeed himself more than one year. 

Section :l . The duties or all officers shall be as may be directed the lVIessl'ng-er 
AssemblJ , unless otherwise directed by the churches. 

Sect inn 4. It shall be the duty of'the corresponding secretary-treasllrers to take 
charge oj' money and valuables not specifically entrusted to someone else, and to dis­
pose of same as he may be directed by this Messenger Assembly . He shall make all an­
Illial report to this assembly of all monies received and disbursed. 

Section fl. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the records or this 
Association, will superintend the printing and distribution oj' minutes of such regular 
meetings as the messengers may direct. 

ARTICLE IX - Committees 
Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one representative of 

each church choosing to be represented. The duty of the committee shall be to meet 
4uarterly, or as directed by the Messenger Assembly, in the interest oC all the work. It 
shall be empowered to jill vacancies of regular offices, between sessions oj" the 
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Messenger Assembly and to call a special meeting of a Messenger Assembly whem 
needed. 

Section 2. The following standing officers of the Assembly shall be the trustees of 
the association: Namely, the moderator, assistant moderator, two recording 
secretaries, and secretaty-treasurer, subject to the direction of the Messenger 
Assembly, and they are empowered to act in legal capacity as trustees of this Associa­
tion . 

ARTICLE X - Missionaries 
We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission was given to the 

New Testament Church, and the authority must remain forever with the churches . 
Therefore, the right and privilege of every church of this Association to endorse, sel 
apart or send out missionaries shall ever be respected. Each church may support mis­
sionaries of its own choosing, and the act of one church in sending out missionaries can 
in no way bind or obligate any other church. The churches shall be free and their sup­
port of missionaries shall be voluntary on their part. 

ARTICLE Xl - Meetings 
The regular meetings of the Church Messengers shall be at such time and place as 

the assembled messengers may appoint. 

ARTICLE XII - Amendments 
The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Articles of Agreement. 

Any chu rch desi ring 1.1 change ha ll se.nd [ 0 the annual meeting a copy of lhe proposed 
change; th Me ' engel' Assem bly will then ubrnil he proposed hBnge 0 each 
cooperati ng ch urch; if two-third of the cooperaLing churches vote for lhe eh nge. lhen 
I he Article of Agreement shall be otnertded to conform Lo the proposed Ghan~e . T wo­
thirds of the chllrche rellresenting in the 8ssernhly in the previous year sholl I the 
number determining the results.

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Reports on different missions were then given by pastors throughout Texas and 
New Mexico. Those reporting were: 

Bro. Gardner gave an informative report concerning the Heritage Baptist Church in 
Tyler. He reported-the building is nearly completed and hopes to be in it before too long. 

Bro. Curtis Hall, missionary in Linden, Texas reported several additions and the 
many blessings of God during the past year. 

Bro. Roddy Rodgers told of his desire to do mission work in the city of San Angelo, 
Texas with popUlation of about sixty thousand. He is endorsed by the Calvary Baptist 
Church of Henderson and co-endorsed by the Kilgore Missionary Baptist Church. 

The work in Mission Bend with missionary-pastor Elvin Crocker working out of the 
Bellaire West Baptist Church of Houston, reports of the many thousands of people com­
ing into this area and the great opportunity that is theirs to take advantage of. 

Bro. Anderson Morris is working with the mission in Spring, Texas and is sponsored 
by the Fellowship Missionary Baptist Church. Bro. Morris reported with emphasis that 
he is "enjoying" the work in Spring. 

Bro. Paul Patterson sponsored by Calvary Missionary Baptist Church of Henderson 
is missionary pastor of Calvary Baptist Mission. He reported of the great. need for 
building, After paying the property down to a certain smo\mt the rois ion will begin its 
building program. Bro. Patterson also reported on Calvary's other missionary, beside 
himself alld Bro. Rodgers, Bro. David Paul Smith doing fino and mission progressing in 

anada. Tbeir need and greatest need in anada at tbi time is also a 'building. 

After leaving the work in Gulfport, Miss., Bro. Bob Griffith accepted the work in 
Abilene as missionary pastor. He hopes to have a self supporting work in the near future. 

Bro. Bill Simpson, Tall City Baptist Church, Midland, Texas reported of their 
sponsoring a mission work in Big Springs, Texas with Bro. Walter Smith as missionary. 
Encouraged each of us to pray for the work. 

McArdle Road Baptist Church of Corpus Christi is sponsoring a new work in Alice, 
Texas with Bro. Charles Gray the missionary. Bro. Gray reports much room to build and 
many opportunities in their favor in the city of Alice. 

Bro, C. E. Patton of Duncanville spoke concerning the mission in Lewisville with 
hopes of having a new pastor on the field very soon. 

Bro. Roy Culley reported that Bro. Teddy Badilles after his soon completed work at 
T.B.I. will be going back to the Philippines to carry out his work. Pastor Culley hopes 
that soon more of these men can come to Henderson to complete their education. Bethel 
Missionary Baptist Church of Tatum is also sponsoring a work in Hallsville with Bro. 
Dennis Heinold 8S worker there. 

Bro. Luther Crawford, pastor of the Carthage Missionary Baptist Church, gave an 
encouraging talk about the mission in North Biloxi, Miss. They have called a new mis­
sionary, Bro. Hershel Cushman, 8 student in our seminary in Theodore, Alabama. Bro. 
Crawford stressed that the Carthage church is capable ot the load, but help would be 
appreciated. 

Bro. Brooks spoke to the happenings in Abilene and encoun~ged all to take these 
matters seriou iy, especially \¥hen 8 brother is in trouble or has messed his life up.

Luther Crawford at the piano. 

Bro. Lynn Hitt led the opening prayer. 

The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.

Bro. Billy Daniels was recognized and called on the missionaries to give their 
reports. 

Bro. J. C. Askew reported their property was paid for and that he thought it 
possible that they would be organized and self-supporting by the State Association 
meeting in November. He reported 7 additions, 2 for baptism. 

B ro. Jim Lacomb reporLed things were going well at And.rews. He reported a high 
on Easter of 165 for preaching. Their offerings run aboul $2,000.00 per month. '111e mis­
sion pays SIOO.OO per week on h.is ealary. T hey have added 4. 0 sq. feel to their building. 
He reported 11 additions by baptism und over 20 by letter. He stated. that their young 
people wero aative and they had started 1\ Children's Church which runs about. 30 in 
attendance. 

Bro. Charles Dawkins reported a high in Sunday School of 22 and 26 for preaching. 
Average offerings are $110-$115 per week. They have $5,250.00 in the building fund . He 
expressed a great need to secure property and a building, and emphasized he planned 
to stay on the field. 

Bro. Ron McClung reported they were in their new location and attendance had in­
creased. They averaged 27 in Sunday School and 41 for preaching during April. 

Bro. Kenneth Griffith reported he had lost 106 pounds and was down to 297. He 
stated the 2 acres of land bought 3 years ago had been paid off and they were trying to

determine what type building to erect. 

Bro. Harman Hunt gave a good report on the work in Arlington. He reported 37 ad­
ditions since the state meeting. Nineteen were by baptism and the youngest was 15 
years old. Average Sunday School attendance was 65 and 72 for preaching. The mission 
now pays $100.00 per week on his salary. 

Bro. Daniels gave a general report. Bro. Pervis Williams of Farmington, New Mex-
. ico was not present. Bro. Daniels reported they had lost about 15 members over doc­
trinal issues but also had some additions. Average Sunday School attendance was 37. 
They have had 2 professions of faith. The mission now pays $90.00 per week on Bro. 
Williams' salary. 

Bro. Daniels stated in his report on the work in Tampa that difficulties had arisen 
between the missionary and the sponsoring church and the church had withdrawn en­
dorsement of Bro. Courtney. Bro. Courtney resigned and the mission called a new 
pastor. 

In his report Bro. Daniels stated that the balance due on the office and house in 
COl'sicana was $13,000.00 and that it must be decided at the November meeting whether 
to pay it off or refinance. 

A Chaplain's report was given by Capt. George Garner and Capt. Herb Kitchens 
from Ft. Hood, Texas. 

Several other missionaries and pastors spoke relative to mission work not included 
in State Association projects.

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary Bap­

tist Associat ion of Texas.

The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of the 

churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

ARTICLE III. - Purpose 
The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of the local 

churche8 to be active in all phases of the work in which they have the ~cripturall"ight to 
participa te and to encourage the establishment of auxiliaries in all our churches whl're 
none exist , 

ARTICLE IV. - Time and Place 
The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday before annual 

session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, or at such time as may he 
designated by the messenger body. The place of each meeting shall be determined h.\' 
majority vote l)f thl' messengers 

ARTICLE V, - Officers

and meetings; (d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active and 
inactive; (el To send copies of the State Women's Auxiliary program to each auxiliary 
before the state meeting. 

SECTION VI-Bible and Tract Distributor 
The duties of the Bible and Tract Distributor shall be: 
(al To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract work; (b) 

To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs for the carrying on of this work: (el 
To supply local auxiliaries with tracts for distribution in their fields of work. 
SECTION VII-Parliamentarian 

The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: 
To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also to give 

similar advice to the body when they request it. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 
Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen by her 

Auxiliary and approved by the church. 

ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 
SECTION I-All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary offerings 
and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement. 

SECTION II-At each annual meeting, the messengers shall select, by majority vote, 
a special project for the coming year. (a) Individual or District Auxiliaries who shall 
desire to nominate a project shall be encouraged to send a copy of the proposal to the 
Corresponding Secretary by September 1 so that she may include such information in a 
publicity letter to auxiliaries over the state before the State Meeting. (b) Individual or 
District Auxiliaries who nominate a project should be prepared to present adequate in­
formation concerning the project. (c) All project offerings shall be given to the 
Treasurer for proper disbursement. 
SECTION III-At each annual session, a Tract Goal shall be selected. The Bible and 
Tract Distributor shall receive funds for this project and make proper disbursements. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 
SECTION l. This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work accomplished by the 
combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the churches which compose the 
Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, when they are convened in annual session. 
SECTION II. Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal Service 
Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be made at each annual session 
of this Auxiliary as provided for in the program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 
SECTION 1. Committees shall be appointed by the President except when the 
President requests that they be elected . 
SECTION II. A committee shall be appointed at each annual session to recom­
mend specific plans by which Girl's Auxiliaries may be established, promoted and in­
terest increased in the individual Girl's Auxiliaries. 
SECTION III. A committee of five women, consisting of one member from each 
section of the State of Texas, shall be appointed for the purpose of encouraging and 
helping with the establishing new auxiliaries . The First Vice-President shall be chair­
man of this committee. 
SECTION IV. A program committee shall be appointed by the President to work 
with the entertaining church in preparation of the program material for each annual 
meeting.
