


































































A.B.A. MEXICAN BAPTIST INSTITUTE REPORT 

This year, the 1982-83 school year, is the fifteenth year of the operation of the 
institute. Perhaps we had the largest first year class ever with thirteen starting in 
the first year. Due to the fact that in May we had our largest graduating class with 
eleven receiving diplomas, we were glad to see this large first-year class. At 
present we are well into this year of study. We have fourteen instructors and one 
assistant helping us in the class, and we are having a wonderful year. God has 
sent us some very good material in the students which we have. The two together, 
those whom He has called, along with "faithful men" who are to reach others also, 
make for a continuation of the faith once delivered to the saints. 

Our outreach grows with each passing year. I love to consider our outreach in 
two ways. First, let us consider our graduates that go into the field to labor. Many 
are now laboring in different states in Mexico. Within the past two weeks two 
churches have taken two of our graduates for support on the mission field. We 
have twelve missionaries laboring on the field in the states of Yucatan and 
Quintana. Two of these are supported by the American Baptist Association and 
ten are supported by churches individually. The number of missionaries we have 
grows ,constantly. Second in our outreach, we have many building programs 
going on at present. The last week has brought about more building activity than 
any other period of time. We have begun to work on our apartments for the 
students in Reynosa. We hope to have three of these in use by the first of the year, 
and with God's help we hope to have the other three started, making a total of six 
apartments in this complex. We have six church buildings going up, and we have 
just begun another one in the city of Tipikal, Yecatan. We hope to finish all of 
these projects very soon. 

We believe that Mexico is very vital to our welfare as a nation. She stretches all 
along our southern border. The stability of Mexico can and will effect our future as 
a nation. The challenge of our laboring in this part of His field grows greater every 
day. According to N otimex, the official Mexican news agency, inflation was 124% 
in the month of August. This was an inflation rate over 11% in one month. The 
most stable thing that can be done for Mexico is to plant New Testament churches 
there while we can. Indeed the field is white unto harvest. In a 2,000 global study 
done by the U.S. government, the population of Latin America will almost double 
between 1980 and the year 2000. The largest city in the world will be Mexico City­
with 31.5 million people with the present population growth. The fields are white 
unto harvest. 

We want to give all of you an invitation to come to our lecture week beginning 
January 24, 1983.

INTERSTATE AND FOREIGN MISSIONS 

The churches of the American Baptist Association discharge their great 
commission in various ways. A growing number of our churches are being blessed 
with sufficient resources to sponsor the support their own missionaries without 
the help of others. This is cause for rejoicing. However, the large majority of our 
churches, having sponsored their missionary, enjoy the co-operation of sister 
churches in supporting the work. This is also cause for rejoicing. 

The Bible urges priority be given to extending the gospel to the regions beyond 
and to evangelize the unreached people, Romans 15:19-21 and II ,Cor. 10:15,16. 
Perhaps the most proved and effective way our churches have for extending our 
work into unreached cities, states, and foreign lands is through our co-operative 
support of our local church sponsored missionaries recommended by the annual 
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messenger meetings. 
At present our cbur~he8 are sponsoring 125 missionaries for the Interstate and 

Foreign fields. These men depend upon our prayers and offerings. However, 
offerings for Interstate and Foreign Missions need to be increased $10,000 per 
month over the present level to assure their continued support. We urge each 
church to make an annual percent increase in their monthly offerings to 
Interstate and Foreign Missions and to receive liberal a liberal offering for 
Interstate and Foreign Missions November 21st.

YOUNG PEOPLE'S WORK 

As we all realize, the youth ministries of our churches are one of the most 
important evangelical outreaches for the cause of Christ that has been put into use 
in recent years. Youth work reaches souls when their hearts are tender and 
receptive to the gospel, and thus the young believer has his entire life to use 
witnessing for the Lord. The importance of an effective youth ministry needs not 
be stated further. 

The combination of youth working through the music ministry is a powerful 
and effective means of activating young lives in their work for the Lord. Through 
their involvement in an active music program, our youth are engaged in a direct 
means of honoring and worshipping God. The importance of this is tremendous. 
Youth work is not simply providing fellowship, but it is taking these lives and 
providing a means for God to mold them into the servants He desires. This can be 
accomplished with a music youth program. 

Texas Summer Camps in 1982 influenced the lives of 2,668 people who attended. 
If we could research further, we would probably discover that many more people 
were influenced by those who were in camp. Because of the great potential of 
summer camp to touch so many lives, there may be no other medium that effects 
all of our churches so profoundly. 

The churches of Texas Camp #2 voted two years ago for Westwood Baptist 
Church of Odessa to coordinate their camp program for 1981. This camp has 
taken on a new look. The special, relevant theme is chosen almost one year in 
advance, and promotional materials such as letters, posters, and sample camp T­
shirts are sent to participating churches throughout the year. 

The camp schedule has been re-arranged to provide maxium enjoyment and 
comfort for the campers. The testimony and special music service is held in the 
afternoon after lunch, in lieu of a rest period. Church competition in planned 
athletic events fills the afternoon. The evangelistic service is held in the evening 
for one hour. Time is provided for limited congregational and special singing in 
addition to the message. Following a break, a celebration service of Christian 
drama or music allows the young people to see the many ways the Lord can use 
their talents. 

These churches that attend camp #2 are committed to providing high quality, 
enjoyable, scriptural camp programs. Camp work is very beneficial, so other 
camps are encouraged to use imagination and creativity to make our camps better 
tools for the Lord's use. 

Within the concept of youth work lies one of the largest untapped mission fields 
in our state, our colleges and universities. Within these schools are masses of 
students who need the gospel. It is a field that has too long been ignored or labeled 
as unimportant. 
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Our Missionary Baptist Student Fellowship (MBSF) is a designed outreach 
program from the local church to the university campus. This allows interested 
churches to reach into this great field and win the lost while instilling training 
and responsibility in those Christians who seek a more completely dedicated life 
in Christ. 

In our state, we stand idle as we let the harvest of this field pass. We currently 
have only three MBSF's; Stephen F. Austin of Nacogdoches, Texas A&M of 
College Station, and a new MBSF in Waco ministering to Baylor University. 

The needs of our MBSF work are, first of all, pastors and churches with a vision 
for this work. Secondly, other churches need to support this ministry by 
contacting the MBSF's when one of their young people goes off to college. Let us 
join together and not lose this valuable mission field. 

Our youth work must receive our full support both prayerfully and financially. 
We must continue to develop with the needs of the youth of today, so they can be 
the soldiers of the cross of tomorrow: This calls for a clearly dedicated effort to 
provide the best we can give for the honor and glory of the Lord.

The Baptist Sunday School Committee of the Arne.rican Baptist Association 
(ABA) provides quality curriculum materials for Sunday School, Baptist Training 
Course, and Vacation Bible School, as well as special study course materials for 
summer camps, men's brotherhoods, women's auxiliaries and youth groups. 

The "ABA Bulletin" is published bi-monthly from the office of Promotion and 
Public Relations ofths ABA. The "Bulletin" notODly gives information regarding 
the literature and books published by the Baptist Sunday School Committee, but 
also contains helpful articleS about teaching and other aspects of Christian 
education in our churches. Currently, ,the ' 'Bulletin'' is distributed free to 
individuals or churches who request it. 

The "Mission News" bulletin is publjshed by the Office of the Secretary­
Treasurer of Missions of the ABA. The "Missions News" keeps readers abreast of 
the work bein~ done in the mission field , and presents timely articles on mission 
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principles, methods and strategies. The "Mission News" is distributed without 
charge upon request. 

"The Baptist Monitor", published monthly by the Texas Baptist Institute and 
Seminary of Henderson, is the official organ of the school and an unofficial link 
between the various ministries and the churches. The ABA Mexican Baptist 
Institute, Texas State Missions, Pine Springs Baptist Camp, Missionary Baptist 
Student Fellowship, women's auxiliaries and youth work all have opportunity to 
be represented through the pages of this newspaper. Editorials and articles 
provoke serious thought on issues important to the life and work ofthe churches. 

Increased costs of printing and mailing "The Baptist Monitor" have threatened 
its continued publication for many years. "The Monitor" does not sell space for 
advertising, so it is dependent upon the donations of individuals and churches 
who believe in its value. We urge every affiliated church in the Missionary Baptist 
Association of Texas to send monthly offerings to support "The Monitor." 

The publishing area of Texas Baptist Institute and Seminary is Criterion Press 
which offers books, sermon preparation helps and -study courses. 

One of the urgent needs presently among Missionary Baptists is qualified 
writers to prepare the materials in demand among our churches. The Texas 
Baptist Institute and Seminary offers a course in "Christian Writing for 
Publication" both in its regular curriculum and by correspondence.

HISTORY AND ARCHIVES COMMITTEE REPORT 

History: What image has formed in your mind? Dull? Boring? Names? Dates? 
Events? The English word "History" comes from the Greek word meaning 
"information or knowledg.e." The collection and wise use of information is 
knowledge, and knowledge should excite every child of God. An oral or written 
record of past events is usually called history. But know ledge is history! What if 
every day you forgot everything you had ever known and had to relearn it all the 
next day? Are you thankful this does not happen? Everything you retain is 
history. If you are not interested in history, you are not interested in knowledge. 

Where would Christianity be today without history? Without history, 
Christianity would have no foundation. Without history, we would not know 
about God. Without history, we would not know about creation. Without history, 
we would not have the examples of Enoch, Noah, Abraham, Moses, David, Israel, 
the prophets or the law. Without history, there would be no Bible. Jesus Christ 
would be unknown without history. Proper church conduct and Christian living 
would be impossible without history. Apart from history, the sacrifice at calvary 
and the resurrection of Christ would be wasted. Christianity, as we know it, could 
not exist apart from history. You would have a hard time preaching a sermon or 
teaching a lesson if there were no history. A soul probably could not be saved if 
there were no history. The past has great influence on the present and future. 
Solomon said as much in Eccl. 1:9,10. Read. Today is tomorrow's yesterday. The 
present is the future's past. Future generations will not have the truth if we do not 
preserve it in the present for them. Therefore Missionary Baptists need to show 
more interest in history. If you do not know about the events that have shaped us, 
you do not know why you are a Missionary Baptist; and you will have a hard time 
convincing someone else to be one.

Had this been the case, there might not be as much heresy 
today.

Rev. 5:9-12. When the rich man in hell was commanded, "Son,remember,"hewas 
being given a history lesson. The basis of all three judgments is history. Our 
works will be tried.

Centeral Texas. 

4. Pastors and churches need to fill out the questionaires provided to them. 
Your history is important to God now, but it will be an encouragement to others in 
the future if you will preserve it. 

5. Your committee also challenge!! each local association to prepare a history 
of itself and print that record for others to read.

May 1982 

The Missionary Committee of the churches of the Missionary Baptist 
Association of Texas was called to order by the clerk, Billy Daniels, in the absence 
of other officers. The meeting was held in the A. J. Kirkland Auditorium. 

Services were opened with the congregation singing, "Come Thou Fount," led by 
Bro. Harold Davis. The opening prayer was voiced by Bro. Caroll Grigsby. 

The following officers were elected: Moderator, Harold Davis; Vice Moderator, 
Charles Swilling; Clerk, Billy Daniels. 

The moderator called for mission reports. 
Bro. Kenneth Griffith reported on the work at College Station. The building is 

nearing completion with a major project being the laying of carpet. Money is 
available for the parking lot. The work continues with college students and the 
foreign students program. 

Bro. Bob Rhodes reported that the Anson Mission 11ad called a new missionary­
pastor, Bro. Wade Duck, who plans to move on the field July 20. Their average 
attendance is 25-30. Bro. Rhodes encouraged support for the sala ry of Bro. Duck. 

Bro. Paul Patterson reported growth at Calvary Baptist Mission, Henderson 
and that the work is making good progress. 

Bro. Harmon Hunt, Sublett Road Baptist Church, and members are 
worshipping in the new building. Attendance is climbing and they have had 29 
additions. 

Bro. Odis Bryan reported the work at Huffman doing good with the attendance 
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in the 50's. Progress is being made on the building, which will contain 5000 square 
feet and seat 175. 

The report from Gilmer Baptist Chu.roh and Missionary Mike E vans revealed 
the work in progress with much voluntary labor on finishing the building. 

Gary Bass ~poke concerning the mission wOJ~ in Mexico sp.onsored by 
HillsIde Acres Baptist Church. Also, the need for ofi'enngs for Bro. Bill Williams 
in Great Bend, Kansas, was stressed. The mission has purchased property and 
are having in the 20's in attendance. 

Tim Zepeda's work in 
McAllen, and also the work in the Phillipines. In the Phillipines, there are 26 
chapels. 8 missionaries and 27 students in the school. 

Bro. Charles Swilling gave a report on a mission sponsored by Grace Baptist 
Church in Northwest Houston. They were looking for a missionary. 

Bro. Ray Brooks spoke concerning Missionary Randy Hom, sponsored by 
Pleasant Grove Baptist Church, Timpson. to work in Duluth, Minnesota. 

Bro. Culley asked for good black and white pictures of mission projects for 
publishing articles in the Baptist Monitor. 

The closing prayer was voiced by Bro. Carrol Grigsby. 

MUSIC REPORT 

Colossians 3:16, "Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, in all wisdom, 
teaching, and admonishing one another, in psalms and hymns and spiritual 
songs. singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord." 

Praise God for Gospel music that does teach and admonish. Three categories of 
song are listed here: psalms - songs of praise or music on stringed instruments; 
hymns - sung directly to God for what He has done for the individual; spiritual 
songs - songs of testimony to others of our love for God. We must understand also 
that Christian song has its beginning by "letting the word of Christ dwell in the 
individual" and is from the heart to the Lord. This must mean spiritual singing 
can only be done by saved, spirit led people.

7. We believe that the Divine Administrator for Jesus Christ in His churches is the 
Holy Spirit (Luke 24:49; John 14:16, 17; 16:13; Act 1:4, 5, 8), whose work as such began 
on the first PenteCOllt after the resurrection of Jesus Christ with the Baptism oftheHoly 
Spirit, which event occurred only once and is not repeated. (Acts 2). 

8. We believe that the miraculous gifts of the Spirit listed in 1 Cor. 12:8-10 were 
done away when t he Bible was completed (l Cor. 13:8-10) that the gift of apostleship 
ceased with the death of the I.ast chosen directly by the Lard Jesus (Ep. 2:20), and that 
the abiding gifts adequately equip the churches for service to God. (Rom. 12:13; 1 Cor. 
13:1-13; Eph. 4:7-16; 1 Pet. 4:10, 11; 2 Tim. 3:16, 17). [See explanatory footnote at the 
end of this doctrinal statement). 

9. We believe that man was created in the image of God and lived in innocency until 
he fell by voluntary t ransgression from his sinless state, the result being that all 
mankind are now sinners. (Gen. 1:26; 3:6-24; Rom. 5:12, 19). 

10. We believe the substitutionary suffering and death of Jesus Christ was sufticient 
to propitiate for the sins of all humanity, thus making salvation available for all 
mankind (Isa. 53:6, Heb. 2:9; 1 Pet. 2:24; 3:18; 2 Pet. 3:9; 1 John 2:2). 

11. We believe in the bodily resurrection and ascension of Christ and the bodily 
resurrection of His saints (Matt. 28:1-7; Acts 1:9-11; 1 Cor. 15:42-58; 1 Thes. 4:13-18). 

12. We believe in the premillennial, personal, bodily return of Christ is the crowning 
event of the Gentile Age. We further believe at his coming the righteous dead shall be 
raised, the living saints shall be changed and both shall be caught up to meet the Lord in 
the air. We also believe after the Millennial Reign of Christ on earth the unrighteous 
shall be resurrected unto eternal punishment in the lake of fire (John 14:1-6; 1 Thes. 
4:13-18; 2 Thes. 2:8; Rev. 19; 20:4-6, 11-15; 21:8) . 

13. We believe the depraved alien sinner is saved wolly by grace through faith in 
Jesus Christ, and the requisites to regeneration are repentance toward God and faith in 
the Lord Jesus Christ (Luke 13:3, 5; John 3:16, 18; Acts 20:21; Rom. 6:23; Eph. 2:8, 9), 
and the Holy Spirit convicts sinners and regenerates, seals, secures, and indwells every 
believer (John 3:6; 16:8, 9; Rom . 8:9-11 ; 1 Cor. 6:19, 20; Eph. 4:30; Titus 3:5). 

14. We believe all who trust in Jesus Christ for salvation are eternally secure and 
shall persevere in Him and shall not perish. (John 3:36; 5:24; 10:27-30; Rom. 8:35-39; 
Heb. 10:39; 1 Pet. 1:5). 

15. We believe God deals with believers as His children, chastises the disobedient, 
ble88es the obedient in this life, and reserves rewards for the future (Matt. 16:27; 25:14-
23; John 1:12; 'Heb. 12:5-11; 2 John 8; Rev. 22:12). 

16. We believe Jesus Christ, during His personal ministry,established His Church, 
which is a local, visible assembly of scripturally baptized believers in covenant 
relationship, to carry out the Commission of the Lord JesU8 Christ. We further believe 
each church is an independent, self-governing body over which no other ecclesiastical 
body may exercise authority. We believe JesU8 Christ gave the Great Commi88ion to 
New Testament churches only, and promised the perpetuity (Matt. 4:18-22; 16:18; 
18:15-18; 28:19-20; Mark 1:14-20; John 1:35-51; Eph. 3:21). 

17. We believe there are two pictorial ordinances in the Lord's churches: baptism 
and the Lord's Supper. Scriptural baptism is the immersion of penitent believers in 
water, administered by the authority of a New Testament church in the name of the 
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. We further believe the Lord's Supper is a 
memorial ordinance, restricte<{ to the members of the church observing the ordinance 
(Matt. 28:19, 20; Acts 8:12, 38; Rom. 6:4; 1 Cor. 5:11-13; 11:1, 2, 17-20, 26). 

18. We believe there are two divinely appointed offices in a church, pastor and 
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deacon, to be filled by men whose qualifications are set forth in 1 Tim. 3:1-16; Titus 1:5-
9. 

19. We believe all associations, fellowships, conventions, boards, and their com­
mittees are servants of the churches (Matt. 20:25-28). 

20. We believe in the complete separation of church and state (Matt. 22:21) and af­
firm our belief in civil obedience unless the laws and regulations of civil government run 
contrary to the Holy Scriptures (Rom. 13:1-7; 1 Peter 2:13-15); Acts 5:29). 

FOOTNOTE 
I suggest this explanation: "The apostles and prophets were the inspired agents through 
whom the New Testament revelation was given. When that revelation was complete, 
there was no further need for the office of apostle and prophet; thus, the apostleship 
ceased with the death of the last apostle chosen directly by the Lord Jesus." - James 
Kirkland 

Statement of Mission Policy 

SECTIO~ I 
The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas 

will not recommend any man to the mission field unless he has first been elected or en­
dorsed by the church of his membership, said church being associated with, and sub­
scribing to the principles and practices of the churches of the Missionary Baptist 
Association of Texas. 

SECTION IT 
Each church recommending a missionary from their membership to the churches of 

the Missionary Baptist A88ociation of Texas in annual se88ion is requested: 

1. To submit for public reading a brief summary of the ministerial activities of the 
recommended mi88ionary. 

2. To give a statement as what their plans are concerning their (the) support of the 
mi88ionary being recommended. 

3. To give the location of the area where the recommended mi88ionary will devote 
his labor. 

This information concerning the recommended missionary, his abilities, training 
and work will greatly aid the messengers from the churches in making their decisions 
about individual missionaries. 

SECTION III 
We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it be a Scriptural 

church is a Scriptural missionary, without recommendation of the messengers from the 
churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 

SECTIO~ IV 
Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name recommended for en­

dorsemenl by the messengers in annual session. 

SECTlO~ V 
W~ recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual session to recom­

mend sl ipulated salaries for the missionaries. 

SECTION VI 
AI: m:8810naries of the churches working as State Mi88ionaries under the 

recommendations of the messengers shall: 
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Make duplicate mOllthly R!pOrta to their endoming church IIIld Secretuy-
1'reuurer. 
1. These reports shall tell of the work done during the month and shallliat all money, 

materiallllld monetary gifts collected on the field. All money collected on the field 
shall be counted as salary, unless the money is designated to some special church or 
mission project, with the following exceptions. 

a. MATERIAL GIFI'S 
Missionaries shall bave the same privilege 88 paatom in receiving material gifts 
above their salary and shall not be required to report them 88 salary. 
Material gifts are dermed 88 items (or the money for them) 88: 
Clothing 
Automobile acceaaoriea 
Household goods 

b. MONETARY GIFI'S 
Monetary gifts are dermed 88 such gifts 88 pastors receive for: 
Weddings 
Funerals 
At Christm88 season 
Honorariums 
etc. 

c. REVIVALS 
The missionaries and the Secretary-Tre88urer may hold 88 many 88 two revivals 

, each year without reporting the funds received for the revivals. 

d. VACATIONS 
The miBBionariea and the Secretary-Treasurer may have two weeks paid vacation 
each year in addition to two revival meetings. 

2. All reports shall be made available tothe churches and a yearly report published in 
the minutes. 

3. The endorsing church is requested to provide a report annually for the meBBengem 
aBBembly regarding: 

a. The amount and nature of all material and monetary gifts. 

b. An aBBeBBment is requested as to whether there has been any abuse of this 
privilege on the part of the missionary. 

SECTION VII 
State Mission work shall be defined as follows: 

1. Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, or in cities large 
enough to have two or more churches. 

2. Work with weak pastorless churches, to aid them in growing and securing a pastor. 

:I. Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in established churches 
with regular pastors, should not be counted as mission work. 

4. A month's work should include at least 160 hours actually spent in constructive 
mission work, 

SECTION VIII 
We recommend: 

I. The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we have no churches. 

Z. The missionaries should seek out a church to sponsor the misSion that is consistent 
in their support of missions, and that is of sufficient strength to fulfill the respon. 
sibility of a sponsoring church, and that the sponsoring church adopt a policy con­
cerning t he mission that would not allow it to be organized into a church until it 
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becnmes self-supporting in every respect. includung a full time pastor on the field . 

a. That the missionaries begin teaching and leading newly organized missions and 
churl'hes to support all phases of mission work and that they begin immediately to 
give support to the missionaries salary, and that such support be increased regular­
ly as the work grows. The missionary and mission should work toward a goal of be­
ing able to support a pastor within five (5) 'J' 'us. That this be done by seeking to 
support ;20', of the missionary's salary within the first Year, 40', within the second, 
60', within the third. 80', within the fourth. and within the fifth year of being able 
to support a full lime pastor. The missionary should remain with the mis!\ion until 
it becomes self-support ing . 

4. That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches to adnpt. and put 
In proper use. a good Sunday School record system and plan 0\ Sunday School 
organization. 

6_ That the miuionarieslead the newly·established churches to follow a definite plan 
of organized visitation evangelism. 

6. That the miuionaries not be used as a supply preacher in our established churches 
where pastors are on the field . 

7. That miuionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a self-llupporting 
church, regardless of how much of his I18lary they might pay. 

8. That the miuionaries should not be elected to an office of the Aasociation. 

SECTION IX 
The trulltees of the Miuionary Baptist A88OCiation of Texas are authorized to 

relocate old mobile church units and locate new ones between Bellllionll of the ll8IIocia­
tion under the following guidelinell: 
1. State miuionaries of thill 88sociation on Itipulated I18lary be given priority for 

usage of mobile units; 
2. State missionaries of this auociation on designated offerings be eligible for mobile 

units when need by a lIalaried miuionary is not imminent; 
3. The trustees shall not relocate an old unit or locate a new one within the sixty days 

just prior to an associational meeting but they shall refer the matter to the 
meuenger assembly; 

4. A mobile unit may be recalled by the messenger assembly in any annual session, 
or called session. 

SECTION X 
May the statements of thill policy never be intoarpreted all binding laws upon 

churches or miuionaries, but a8 goals and guidelines. 

SECTION XI 
GUIDELINES FOR THE USE OF THE MOBILE UNITS 

I. It is agreed that the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Tex88 will: 
A. Provide the mobile unit; 
B. Pay for moving the unit; 
C. Pay for relocating the unit; 
D. Pay for major repairs brought on by physical damage outside the control of 

those using it, such as storm damage, vandalism and/or mechanical failure. 

II. It is agreed that the million and/or sponsoring church will: 
A. Provide the location for the unit; 
B. Pay for all connectionl, luch as water, gas, electricity, sewage; 
C. Keep unit in good state of repair while in custody of miuion and/or spon­

soring church; 
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D. Pay for any and all repain needed while in their UBe except thOlle covered in 
Part I. Section D: 

E. Pay for re-locating or re-setting unit while in their uae; 
F. Make no alterations in physical structure of unit without approval of 

truatees. 

m. Mter the unit is located and all connections made, the Miuion Secretary, in 
company with the mill8ionary and at le88t one member of the miBBion and/or 
sponBOring church, &hall inlpect the unit. The inspection shall reveal the condi­
tion of the unit at the time the miBBion beginl uaing it. A written record of such 
fmdinp shall be signed by both parties and a copy of same provided for both par­
ties. 

IV. A similar inspection called for in Part m shall be conducted before the unit is 
disconnected from the utilitiea at the time of moving from the cuatody of any 
miBBion and/or sponBOring church. The result. of this inspection ehall be record­
ed and signed by both parties. 

SECTION XU 
GUIDELINES FOR THE MBSF REPRESENTATIVE 

1. The MBSF representative will meet the same qualifications and requirement. of 
the miBBionaries 88 set forth in Section I and II. The endorsing church should take 
the initiative in seeing that the representative abides by these guidelines. 

2. He will receive the same salary as the mill8ionaries. 
3. He will be re-imbursed for travel expensel related to the MBSF work outside his 

local area of relidence at a rate prelcribed by the messenger assembly. 
4. Section VI of the MiBBionary Policy shall apply to the M.B.S.F. Representative 

88 well as to the miBBipnaries. 
5. He may use the mailing permit through the office of the Secretary-Treasurer for 

state-wide projects. 

6. He will work with college and university students, and not just serve as a supply 
preacher. 

7. He will visit with and encourage MBSF groups already begun, aiding them in 
their programs and outreach. 

8. He will seek to establish new campus MBSF chapters under thr direction of a 
sponsoring church which works in the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. 
No chapter will be organized without such a sponsoring church. It is recognized 
that each MBSF chapter is under the direction of a local church. 

9. He will seek to develop a spirit of loyalty to Christ, to the Bible, to the local 
church, and to the Missionary Baptist principles of faith and practice. He will 
neither promote nor participate in activity which compromises Missionary Bap­
tist doctrinal poeitions, disturbs the lawful order of the citizenry, or displays im­
morality. He will seek to encourage all chapters to function within the framework 
of school regulations. 

10. He will publicize the MBSF work of this association and of the American Baptist 
AsBOciation, seeking to keep both mutually informed.

Section 1, This A88OCiation shall be composed of such regular independent 
Mi88ionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose to cooperate in can:ying out 
the object of this Association. 

Section 2. The Me88enger A88emblies of this A88ociation shall be composed of 
messengers elected by the churches composing it, 

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association shall be entitled 
to three messengers. 

Section 4. Each church shall be the sole judge of the qualification of her 
messengers. 

ARTICLE IV - Nature 
The Messenger Assembly ofthis Association shall be, in nature, formed as a coun­

cil in matters pertaining to missionary, educational, and benevolent work . 

ARTICLE V - Principles 
The Mes'senger Assembly of this AssociatIOn shall recognize the freedom of speech 

as essential to the highest achievement in its work. It shall stand or fall on its own con­
formity to the truth. It shall exercise no ecclesiastical authority, but it shall, by every 
precaution, recognize the independence and sovereignty of every individual church. It 
shall also encourage on the parI of the church and the messengers the greatest pCllisible 
freedom of expre8>i iOD in discussing mallers pertaining to its work. 

ARTICLE VI - Powers 
The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of awakenintt 

enthusiasm in missionary, educational, and benevolent enterprises, and recei\ :ng and 
distributing funds for the same.

Section 2. Distribution of fund shall be authorized by an act of this Messentter 
Assembly, or by an act of properly author.ized committees of this assemhly hereinafter 
provid(!.d for; but in no instant'e shalllhe assembly or any committee III' it use means in 
violalion of the expressed preference of the donor.

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PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS 
THIS IS YOUR LIFE 

This is your life. What will you do with it? You may use it or abuse it. The 
responsibility rests upon you. Paul in Romans 12:1 sends out an appeal for 
children of God to use their life for God. "I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 
mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy acceptable unto 
God, which is your reasonable service." 

Recently in the obituary notices of a newspaper there were two death notices 
that caught my eye. One was for a thirty-five year old and one for a hundred and 
two year old. When I first read about these two my first thoughts were - how 
wonderful to live such a long life as the one hundred and two lived, but how sad to 
die 8S young 8S the thirty-five year old. As I continued to think on this my 
thoughts changed to what kind of life did each live. The thirty· five year old may 
have had the more abundant, fruitful1ife of the two. It is not how long one lives, 
but how well one lives that counts. Their life on earth is history, but you still have 
your life. What will it be? 

After being saved by God's wonderful grace then total involvement in God's 
service is what your saved soul cries out for. One must be yielded to God's will to 
have an abundant life. If you are yielded then you will definitely get involved. 
This is abundant living. 

To live abundantly you must serve the Lord J eaus Christ who himself became 
our example. He was obedient unto death. Phil. 2:7·8 reads, "But made himselfof 
no reputation and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the 
likeness of men; and being found in fashion as a man he humbled himself, and 
became obedient unto death even the death of the cross." 

It isn't enough to say, "I'm yielded to the Lord." We need to know what our 
heavenly Father wants from us and not what we want to give. 

Recently in our local newspaper there was an article telling about a forty-one 
year old mother and her seventeen year old daughter being ordained into the 
ministry by a Southern Baptist Church in Florida. The girls statement was, "I am 
not trying to promote the E.R.A., I just want to serve God." I have not found in my 
Bible where God wants women ordained into the ministry. Even ifthese women 
are sincere and think they are doing God a service it does not mean that they are. 
Solomon said in the Proverbs that every man's way is right in his own eyes. 

You may not know God's will for your life, but you can know it by availing 
yourself of each opportunity to learn God's Word. One opportunity that we as 
women have to learn is by attending Ladies Auxiliary. The purpose of an 
auxiliary is to train the head, heart and hands to serve God in an acceptable way. 
Paul admonished Timothy in 2:15 to study to show himself approved of God a 
workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 

You do not have an abundant, yielded life if you are full oflove for self, money or 
pleasure. No place is left for God and his church. How man~ church service~ or 
opportunities to do visitation or witness to someone do you mISS because you Just 
must have time for self? Are you a gossiper? Jealous? Hard to get along with? 
These are signs of an unyielded life. If we are unyielded, sins will be evident in an 
abundant measure. Being yielded presents a prettier picture. 

Every woman wants to be pretty. Remember the old saying, "Pretty is as pretty 
does?" This is certainly true. A woman may not have fine clothing or expensive 
jewelry, but as she adorns herself in the rightenousness of God, yielding herself to 
His will she is truly clothing herself in beauty. Her works oflove, love for God, love 
for family, love for the needy, both physically and spiritually will find no end. 
Truly the abundant life is a life of loving service. 

Perhaps you think the yielded life is too costly. Keep in mind that you get what 
you pay for. A child of God can live a shoddy life and get pain and sorrow in return 
or they can live a yielded life and in return get the approval of God, contentment in 
the midst of a troubled world, the blessings of God here and rewards in heaven.

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 
TEXAfil ~TATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY 

ARTICLE I. - Name 
The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the Missionary Baptist 

Association of Texas. 
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ARTICLE IV. - Time aDd Place 
The State Auxiliary 8hall meet annually at 10:00 a.m. on Tue8day before the an· 

nual 8e88ion of the Mi88ionary Baptilt A88ociation of Ten8. The place of each meeting 
Ihall be determined by the Mi88ionary Baptist Auociation of measengen. 

ARTICLE V. - Officers 
The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be: (1) President; (2) First Vice 

President; (3) Second Vice President; (4) Recording Secretary; (5) Assistant 
Recording Secreatry; (6) Treasurer; (7) Assistant Treasurer; (8) Corresponding 
Secretary; (9) Bible and Tract Distributor; (10) Parliamentarian; (11) Girls' 
Auxiliary Promotion.al Director; (12) Assistant Girls' Auxiliary Promotional 
Director (to be appointed by the Director); (13) Advisory Council of 3. 

ARTICLE VI. - Election of Officers 
All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote and 

must be a member of an auxiliary. No officer shall succeed herself more than once 
consecutively except the Advisory Council and G.A. Promotional Director. 

ARTICLE VII. - Dutin of Ofticen 
SECTION I - President 
The duties of the President shall be: 
(a) To preside over all state meetings; (b) To appoint committees as directed by 

the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when nece88ary; (d) To be active in 
looking after the welfare of the work. 

SECTION II - Vice Presidents 
The duties of the First Vice President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President or when called 

upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that usually devolve upon such of· 
ficers; (c) Shall be Chairman of the Committee to Stimulate Interest. 

The duties of the Second Vice President shall be: 
(a) To preside over the meeting in the absence of the President and First Vice· 

President or when called upon; (b) Shall be the Chairman of the Program Committee; 
(c) To perform the duties that usually devolve upon such officers. 

SECTION III - Secretary 
The duties of the Secretary shall be : 
(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To announce special 

meetings; (c) To prepare and read reports as instructed by the Me88enger Body; (d) To 
perform such other duties as may be nece88ary in carrying on the work of this office. 

SECTION IV - Treasurer 
The duties of the Treasurer shall be to receive and disburse funds as designated by 

the donors. 
SECTION V - Corresponding Secretary 
The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be: 
(a) To correspond about nece888ry matters with the officers of the State Organiza· 

tion; (b) To report through our religious papers on the activities of Women's Work; 
(c) To correspond with the State Ofticers of other State Auxiliaries with regard to work 

and meetings; (d) To keep a mailing list of Auxiliaries over the state, both active and 
inactive; (e) To send copies of the State Women's Auxiliary program to each auxiliary 
before the State Meeting; (0 To mail a report to all Auxiliaries in April and at the end 
of the year, when the programs are mailed, concerning the State Project in an effort to 
encourage the help of all AU:liliaries in reaching our goal. 

SECTION VI - Bible and Tract Distributor 
The duties of the Bible and Tract Distributor shall be: 
(a) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract work; (b) To 

keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs for the carrying on of this work; (c) To 
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supply local auxiliaries with tracts for distribution in their fields of work. 
SECTION vn - Parliamentarian 
The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be: 
To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law, and also to give 

similar advice to the body when they request it. 

SECTION VIII Duties of the G. A Promotional Director. The duties oftheG. 
A. Promotional Director shall include: (a) the promotion of existing G. A's; (b) 
help in organizing new auxiliaries; (c) publication of the G. A Newsletter as 
needed. 

ARTICLE VIII. - Membership 
Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen by 

het Auxiliary and approved by the church. 
ARTICLE IX. - Contributions 

SECTION I - All contributions of this Auxiliary shall be raised by voluntary 
offerings and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement. 

SECTION n - At each annual meeting, the messengers shall select, by majority 
vote, a specia.l project for the coming year. (a) Individual or District Auxiliaries who 
shall desire to nominate a project shall be encouraged to send a copy of the proposal to 
the Corresponding Secretary by September 1 so that she may include such information 
in a publicity letter to auxili.aries over the state before the Stale Meeting. (b) Individual 
or District Auxiliaries who nominate a project should be prepared to present adequate 
information concerning the project. (c) All project offerings sha.1I be given to the 
1'reuurer for proper disbursement. 

SECTION 1lI - At each annual session, a Tract Goal shall be selected. The Bible 
and Tract Distributor shall receive funds for this project and make proper dis· 
bursements. 

ARTICLE X. - Reports 
SECTION I - This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work accomplished by 

the combined Ladies Auxiliaries, to the messengers of the churches which compose the 
Missionary Baptist A880ciation of Texas. when they are convened in annual session. 

SECTION II - Reports of local and district auxiliary work (Personal Service 
Reports and other reports of work accomplished) shall be made at each annual session of 
this Auxiliary 88 provided for in the program of that meeting. 

ARTICLE XI. - Committees 
SECTION I - Committees ,shall be appointed by the President except when the 

President requests that they be elected. 
SECTION II - A program committee shall be appointed by the President to 

work with the entertaining church in preparation ofthe program material for each 
annual meeting. 

ARTICLE XII. - Amendment 
These articles of agreement shall not be changed or amended unlet18 the change of 

amendment be offered in writing during the morning setl8ion and permitted to layover 
until the afternoon setl8ion. It may then be adopted only by a vote of two-thirds of the 
messengers.

Pictures, facts or details should be. given on the poster; making 
sure the project idea is carried over clearly. 

5. New projects which have been underway need to he presented on the poster. 
6. The posters be of uniform size, 22 inches x 28 inches . 

7. The name of the church is not to be placed anywhere on the front of the poster. 
The names should be placed on the back. 

8. The posters will be judged on neatness, originality and presentation of the 
material. 

9. The poster will be carefully judged by the Advisory Council. 

We fu rther recom mend that the Corresponding Secretary send each auxiliary listen 
in the Slate Minute Book and new auxiliaries a copy of the Poster Contest rules. We 
recommend also that the Advi. Dry Commit t..ee, who act as Poster Contest judges, be
