DEVELOPMENT REPORT

This has been another record year for Texas Mission Development.
Quarterly funds have gone from an average in 1980 of $3,000 and $12,000
annually, to an average of $9,000 per quarter and $37,000 in 1988. But,
in spite of a record year we still have not reached our goal of $10,000 for
a quarter. We at Rocky Springs feel very strongly about the ministry that
TMD has had among the churches and missions. Considering the cost of
property and construction, we cannot afford to level off or go backwards.
If we are to continue to have an impact in helping to purchase property
or construct buildings we must move forward constantly!

The present membership of TMD is approximately 135. There are only
75 of those churches and missions presently supporting on a regular basis.
With over 300 churches and missions in the state of Texas, the potential
for doing much, much more is right in our hands. We must meet the
challenge of the future with quick and firm action. Therefore if your church
is not supporting Texas Mission Development, we urge you to consider it.

You have been very
good to us. We are very happy that with your help we have been able to
provide a home for our children. We cannot replace Mon and Dad, but
for these children who have been rejected by their parents or have parents
unable to provide and care for them, it is a home for them until they are
able to care for themselves.

We have had a total of 49 children at the Home this year. We presently
have thirty-one, eighteen boys and thirteen girls. We have three in high
school, twelve in junior high, thirteen in elementary school, one in
kindergarten and two not in school. We consider an education a very im-
portant part of a child’s life and make every effort to help them succeed
in school.

Church attendance is a part of our life here and everyone attends, We
appreciate the help our church and pastor gives us. Their task is not small
in teaching and helping us with this group in church. We have had 10
children to make professions of faith during the past year. Sometimes we
feel like we are not making much progress, but when we look at the ad-
vances the children have made in school and those little ones accepting
Christ, we know the time and effort has not been wasted. God has blessed
our children with good health and for this we are thankful.

We have just finished our new general purpose building. It has our of-
fice, dining room, kitchen, gymnasium, 6 rooms upstairs, a two-bedroom
apartment for the house parents, and a large lounge for the girls. This has
been a wonderful improvement and we are really thankful for it. We are
also thankful for all you that have contributed to this great improvement
for our children.

Our next goal is to repair and improve our old buildings. This will take
time and we hope we have your continued support in doing this.

It seems that we are always in need of help. It takes someone very
dedicated to helping young people to tolerate the trials and hours necessary
caring for a group of children that have had a rough time and have a bad
attitude on life and authority. If you or someone you know could help us,
please let us know or pray for us that God will send us the people He would
have here to care for these children.

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DOCTRINAL STATEMENT
MBA OF TEXAS

1. We believe in the plenary verbal inspiration and inerrancy of the whole
Bible as originally written and that the Bible is the all-sufficient rule of faith
and practice. (Psalm 119-160; 11 Tim 3:16, 17)

2. We believe in the personal triune God: Father, Son and HOly Spirit,
equal in divine perfection. (Matt 28:19)

3. We believe in the Genesis account of creation. ( Gen. 1, 2)

4. We believe that Satan is a fallen angel, the archenemy of God and man,
the unholy god of this world and that his destiny is the eternal lake of fire.
(Isa. 14:12-15; Ezek. 28:11-19; Matt. 25:41; II Cor. 4:4; Eph. 6:10-17; Rev.
20:10)

5. We believe in the virgin birth and sinless humanity of Jesus Christ.
(Matt 1:18-20; II Cor. 5:21; 1 Pet. 2:22)

6. We believe in the Deity of Jesus Christ. (John 1:1, 14, 10:30, 14:9; II Cor.
5:19)

7. We believe that the Divine Administrator for Jesus Christ in His chur-
ches is the Holy Spirit (Luke 24:49; John 14:16, 17, 16:13; Act 1:4, 5, 8), whose
work as such began on the first Pentecost after the resurrection of Jesus
Christ with the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, which event occured only once
and is not repeated. ( Acts 2)

8. We believe that the miraculous gifts of the Spirit listed in I Cor. 12:8-10
were done away when the Bible was completed (I Cor. 13:8-10) that the gift
of apostleship ceased with the death of the last chosen directly by the Lord
Jesus (Ep. 2:20), and that the abiding gifts adequately equip the churches
for service Lo God. (Rom. 12:13; I Cor. 13:1-3; Eph. 4:7-16; I Pet. 4:10, 100; II
Tim. 3:16, 17) (See explanatory footnote at the end of this doctrinal
statement.)

9, We believe that man was created in the image of God and lived in in-
nocency until he fell by voluntary transgression from his sinless state, the
result being that all mankind are now sinners. (Gen. 1:26, 3:6-24; Hom. 5:12,
19)

10. We believe the substitutionary suffering and death of Jesus Christ was
sufficient to propitiate for the sins of all humanity, thus making salvation
available for all mankind. (Isa. 53:6; Heb. 2:9; I Pet. 2:24, 3:18; Il Pet. 3:9; 1
John 2:2)

11. We believe in the bodily resurrection and ascension of Christ and the
bodily resurrection of His saints. (Matt. 28:1-7; Acts 1:9-11; 1 Cor. 15:42-58; 1
Thes. 4:13-18)
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12. We believe in the premillennial, personal, bodily return of Christ is the
crowning event of the Gentile Age. We further believe at his coming the
righteous dead shall be raised, the living saints shall be changed and both
shall be caught up to meet the Lord in the air. We also believe after the
Millennial Reign of Christ on earth the unrighteous shall be resurrected unto
eternal punishment in the lake of fire. (John 14:1-6; 1 Thes. 4:13-18; II Thes,
2:8; Rev. 20:4-6, 11-15, 21:8)

13. We believe the depraved alien sinner is saved wholly by grace through
faith in Jesus Christ and the requisites lto regeneration are repentance
toward God and faith in the Lord Jesus Christ (Luke 13:3, 5; John 3:16, 18;
Acts 20:21; Rom. 6:23; Eph. 2:8, 9), and the Holy Spirit convicts sinners and
regenerates, seals, secures and indwells every believer. (John 3:6, 16:8, 9;
Rom. 8:9-11; 1 Cor. 6:19, 20; Eph. 4:30; Titus 3:5)

14. We believe all who trust in Jesus Christ for salvation are eternally
secure and shall persevere in Him and shall not perish. (John 3:36, 5:24,
10:27-30; Rom. 8:35-39; Heb, 10:39; I Pet. 1:5)

15. We believe God deals with believers as His children, chastises the
disobedient, blesses the obedient in this life and reserves rewards for the
future. (Matt 16:27, 25:14-23; John 1:12; Heb. 12:5-11; I1 John 8; Rev. 22:12)

16. We believe Jesus Christ, during His personal ministry, established His
Church, which is a local, visible assembly of scripturally baptized believers
in covenant relationship, to carry out the Commission of the Lord Jesus
Christ. We further believe each church is an independent, self-governing
body over which no other ecclesiastical body may exercise authority. We
believe Jesus Christ gave the Greal Commission to New Testament chur-
ches only and promised the perpetuity. (Matt. 4:18-22, 16:18, 18:15-18, 28:19-
20; Mark 1:14-20; John 1:35-51; Eph. 3:21)

17. We believe there are two pictorial ordinances in the Lord’s churches:
Baptism and the Lord’s Supper. Scriptural baptism is the immersion of
penitent believers in water, administered by the authority of a New
Testament church in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. We
further believe the Lord’s Supper is a memorial ordinance, restricted to the
members of the church observing the ordinance. (Matt. 28:19, 20; Acts 8:12,
38; Rom, 5:4; I Cor. 5:11-13, 11:1, 2, 17-20, 26)

18. We believe there are two divinely appointed offices in a church, pastor
and deacon, to be filed by men whose qualifications are set forth in 1 Tim.
3:1-16; Titus 1:5-9.

19. We believe all associations, fellowships, convention, boards and their
committees are servants of the churches, (Matt. 20:25-28)

20. We believe in the complete separation of church and sate (Matt, 22:21)
and affirm our belief in civil obedience unless the laws and regulations of
civil government run contrary to the Holy Seriptures. (Rom. 13:1-7; 1. Peter
2:13-15; Acts 5:29)
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FOOTNOTE
I suggest this explanation: ‘‘The apostles and prophets were the inspired
agents through whom the New Testament revelation was given. When that
revelation was complete, there was no further need for the office of apostle
and prophet; thus, the apostleship ceased with the death of the last apostle
chosen directly by the Lord Jesus." — James Kirkland

STATEMENT OF MISSION POLICY
SECTIONI
The messengers of the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of
Texas will not recommend any man to the mission field unless he has first
been elected or endorsed by the church of his membership, said church
being associated with and subscribing to the principles and practices of the
churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.

SECTION 11
Each church recommending a missionary from their membership to the
churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas in annual session is
requested:

1. To submit in writing, hereafter,.to the Secretary-Treasurer’'s Mission
Office, the endorsement of any missionary, whether salaried or on
designated funds, and-or a mission project of any sponsoring church,
by the fifteenth (15th) day of September prior to each messenger
meeting,

2. To submit for public reading a brief summary of the ministerial ac-
tivities of the recommended missionary.

3. Togive astatement as what their plans are concerning their (the) sup-
port of the missionary being recommended.

4. To give the location of the area where the recommended missionary
will devote his labor.

This information concerning the recommended missionary, his abilities,

training and work will greatly aid the messengers from the churches in
making their decision about individual missionaries.

SECTION 111
We recognize that a missionary elected by his local church, if it be a Scrip-
tural church, is a Scriptural missionary, without recommendation of the
messengers from the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of
Texas.

SECTION 1V
Any messenger may request an individual vote on any name recom-
mended for endorsement by the messengers in annual session.

SECTION V

We recognize as Scriptural the right of the messengers in annual session to
recommend stipulated salaries for the missionaries.

We also recognize the responsibility of the sponsoring church and the
missionary to aid in raising the missionary's salary. Therefore, the
corresponding Secretary-Treasurer shall not be permitted to pay over 80
(eighty) percent of the missionary’s salary,
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SECTION VI

All missionaries of the churches working as State Missionaries under the

recommendations of the messengers shall:

Make duplicate monthly reports to their endorsing church and Secretary-

Treasurer.

1.

These reports shall tell of the work done during the month and shall
list all money, material and monetary gifts collected on the field. All
money collected on the field shall be counted as salary, unless the
money is designated to some special church or mission project, with
the following exceptions:
a., MATERIAL GIFTS
Missionaries shall have the same privilege as pastors in receiving
material gifts above their salary and shall not be required to report
them as salary.
Material gifts are defined as items (or the money for them) as:
Clothing
Automobile accessories
Household goods
b. MONETARY GIFTS
Monetary gifts are defined as such gifts as pastors receive for:
Weddings
Funerals
At Christmas season
Honorariums
etc.
¢. REVIVALS
The missionaries and the Secretary-Treasurer may hold as many
as two revivals each year without reporting the funds received for
the revivals.
d. VACATIONS
The missionaries and the Secretary-Treasurer may have two
weeks paid vacation each year in addition to two revival meetings.
All reports shall be made available to the churches and a yearly report
published in the minutes.
The endorsing church is requested to provide a report annually for the
messengers assembly regarding:
a. The amount and nature of all material and monetary gifts.
b. An assessment is requested as to whether there has been any abuse
of this privilege on the part of the missionary.

SECTION VII
State Mission work shall be defined as follows:
Work in cities where we have no Missionary Baptist Churches, or in
cities large enough to have two or more churches.
Work with weak pastorless churches, to aid them in growing and
securing a pastor.
Although we look with favor on revival meetings, revivals in
established churches with regular pastors, should not be counted as
mission work.

A month’s work should include at least 160 hours actually spent in con-
structive mission work.
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SECTION VIIl
We recommend:
The missionaries seek fields in sections of the state where we have no
churches.
The missionaries should seek out a church to sponsor the mission that
is consistent in their support of missions, and that is of sufficient
strength to fulfill the responsibility of a sponsoring church, and that
the sponsoring church adopt a policy concerning the mission that
would not allow it to be organized into a church until it becomes self-
supporting in every respect, including a full-time pastor on the field.
That the missionaries begin teaching and leading newly organized
missions and churches to support all phases of mission work and that
they begin immediately to give support to the missionaries’ salary and
that such support be increased regularly as the work grows. The
missionary and mission should work toward a goal of being able to
support a pastor within five years. That this be done by seeking to sup-
port 20 percent of the missionary’s salary within the first year, 40 per-
cent within the second, 60 percent within the third, 80 percent within
the fourth and within the fifth year of being able to support a full time
pastor, The missionary should remain with the mission until it
becomes self-supporting.
That the missionaries seek to lead the newly organized churches to
adopt and put to proper use, a good Sunday School record system and
plan of Sunday School organization.
That the missionaries lead the newly established churches to follow a
definite plan of organized visitation evangelism.
That the missionaries not be used as supply preacher in our
established churches where pastors are on the field.
That missionaries not pastor a church that is recognized as a self-
supporting church, regardless of how much of his salary they might

pay.
That the missionaries should not be elected to an office of the
Association.

SECTION IX

The trustees of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas are authorized

to relocate old mobile church units and locate new ones between sessions of
the association under the following guidelines.:

State missionaries of this association on stipulated salary be given
priority for usage of mobile units;

State missionaries of this association on designated offerings be
eligible for mobile units when needed by a salaried missionary is not
imminent ;

The trustees shall not relocate an old unit or locate a new one within
the sixty days just prior to an associational meeting buy they shall
refer the matter to the messenger assembly ;

A mobile unit may be recalled by the messenger assembly in any an-
nual session or called session.
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SECTION X

May the statements of this policy never be interpreted as binding laws upon
churches or missionaries, but as goals and guidelines.

SECTION XI
GUIDELINES FOR THE USE OF MOBILE UNITS

It is agreed that the churches of the Missionary Baptist Association of

Texas will:

A. Provide the mobile unit;

B. Pay for moving the unit;

C. Pay for relocating the unit;

D. Pay for major repairs brought on by physical damage outside the
control of those using it, such as storm damage, vandalism and-or
mechanical failure.

It is agreed that the mission and-or sponsoring church will:

. Provide the location for the unit;

. Pay for all connections, such as water, gas, electricity, sewage,

. Keep unit in good state of repair while in custody of mission and-or

sponsoring church;

. Pay for any and all repairs needed while in their use except those

covered in Part I, Section D;

. Pay for re-locating or re-setting unit while in their use;

. Make no alterations in physical structure of unit without approval

of trustees.

After the unit is located and all connections made, the Mission

Secretary in company with the missionary and at least one member of

the mission and-or sponsoring church, shall inspect the unit. The in-

spection shall reveal the condition of the unit at the time the mission
begins using it. A written record of such findings shall be signed by
both parties and a copy of same provided for both parties.

A similar inspection called for in Part Il shall be conducted before the

unit is disconnected from the utilities at the time of moving from the

custody of any mission and-or sponsoring church. The results of this
inspection shall be recorded and signed by both parties.

SECTION XII
GUIDELINES FOR THE MBSF REPRESENTATIVE

The MBSF representative will meet the same qualifications and
requirements of the missionaries as set forth in Section I and II. The
endorsing church should take the initiative in seeing that the represen-
tative abides by these guidelines.

He will receive the same salary as the missionaries.

He will be re-imbursed for travel expenses related to the MBSF work

.outside his local area of residence at a rate prescribed by the

messenger assembly.

Section VI of the Missionary Policy shall apply to the MBSF Represen-
tative as well as to the missionaries.

He may use the mailing permit through the office of the Secretary-
Treasurer for state-wide projects.

He will work with college and university students and not just serve as
a supply preacher.
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7. He will visit with and encourage MBSF groups already begun, aiding
them in their programs and outreach,

8. He will seek to establish new campus MBSF chapters under the direc-
tion of a sponsoring church which works in the Missionary Baptist
Association of Texas. No chapter will be organized without such a
sponsoring church, It is recognized that each MBSF chapter is under
the direction of a local church.

9.  He will seek to develop a spirit of loyalty to Christ, to the Bible, to the
local church and to the Missionary Baptist principles of faith and prac-
tice. He will neither promote nor participate in activity which com-
promises Missionary Baptist doctrinal positions, disturbs the lawful
order of the citizenry or displays immorality. He will seek to en-
courage all chapters to function within the framework of school
regulations,

10. He will publicize the MBSF work of this association and of the
fAm&rican Baptist Association, seeking to keep both mutually in-
ormed,

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT
ARTICLE I — Name
This association shall be known as The Missionary Baptist Association of
Texas.

ARTICLE 11 — Object
The object of this Association shall be to awaken a deeper interest in the
welfare of the churches, to cultivate a closer fellowship among the churches,
and to encourage and perpetuate the very greatest possible activity in
missionary, educational and benevolent enterprises.

ARTICLE III —How Composed

. Section 1. This Association shall be composed of such regular independent

Missionary Baptist Churches as may voluntarily choose to cooperate in
carrying out the object of this Association.

Section 2. The Messenger Assemblies of this Association shall be com-
posed of messengers elected by the churches composing it.

Section 3. Each church choosing to represent in this Association shall be
entitled to three messengers.

Section 4, Each church shall be the sole judge of the gqualification of her
messengers.

ARTICLE IV — Nature
The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall be, in nature, formed as
a council in matters pertaining to missionary, education and benevolent
work.
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ARTICLE V — Principles

The Messenger Assembly of this Association shall recognize the freedom
of speech as essential tot he highest achievement in its work. It shall stand or
fall on its own conformity to the truth. It shall exercise no ecclesiastical
authority, but it shall, by every precaution, recognize the independence and
sovereignty of every individual church. It shall also encourage on the part of
the church and the messengers the greatest possible freedom of expression
in discussing matters pertaining to its work.

ARTICLE V1 —Powers
The action of the Messenger Assembly shall be limited to the work of
awakening enthusiasm in missionary, educational and benevolent en-
terprises and receiving and distributing funds for the same.

ARTICLE VII — Funds

Section 1. All funds of this Association shall be raised by voluntary
donations secured solely upon the merits of the cause in the interest of which
appeals are made for gifts: provided, this is not to prevent the use of any in-
come or any property that may be acquired by donation or by purchase,

Section 2. Distribution of funds shall be authorized by an act of this
Messenger Assembly, or by an act of properly authorized committees of this
assembly hereinafler provided for; but in no instance shall the assembly or
any committee of it use means in violation of the expressed preference of the
donor.

ARTICLE VIII — Officers

Section 1. The officers of this Messenger Assembly shall be a moderator,
an assistant moderator, two (2) recording secretaries and a corresponding
secretary-treasurer.

Section 2. All officers of this assembly shall be chosen annually, and shall
hold their offices until their successors are elected and the same shall be
true of all members of standing committees. All officers shall be elected by a
majority of the messengers voling. No moderator shall succeed himself
more than one year,

Section 3. The duties of all officers shall be as may be directed by the
Messenger Assembly, unless otherwise directed by the churches.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary-treasurer to
take charge of money and valuables not specifically entrusted to someone
else and to dispose of same as he may be directed by this Messenger Assem-
bly. He shall make an annual report to this assembly of all monies received
and disbursed.

Section 5. The recording secretaries, in addition to keeping the records of
this Association, will superintend the printing and distribution of minutes of
such regular meetings as the messengers may direct.

ARTICLE IX — Committees
Section 1. The missionary committee shall be composed of one represen-
tative of each church choosing to be represented. The duty of the committee
shall be to meet quarterly, or as directed by the Messenger Assembly, in the
interest of all the work. It shall be empowered to fill vacancies of regular of-
fices, between sessions of the Messenger Assembly and to call a special
meeting of a Messenger Assembly when needed.
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Section 2. The following officers of the Assembly shall be the trustees of
the association: Namely, the moderator, assistant moderator, two recording
secretaries and secretary-treasurer, subject to the direction of the
Messenger Assembly, and they are empowered to act in legal capacity as
trustees of the Association.

ARTICLE X — Missionaries

We hold that the authority for execution of the Great Commission was
given to the New Testament Church and the authority must remain forever
with the churches. Therefore, the right and privilege of every church of this
Association to endorse, set apart or send out missionaries of its own choosing
and the act of one church in sending out missionaries can in no way bind or
obligate any other church. The churches shall be free and their support of
missionaries shall be voluntary on their part.

ARTICLE XI— Meetings
The regular meetings of the Church Messengers shall be at such time and
place as the assembled messengers may appoint.

ARTICLE XII — Amendments

The Messenger Assembly shall have no power to change the Article of
Agreement. Any church desiring a change shall send Lo the annual meeting a
copy of the proposed change; the Messenger Assembly will then submit the
proposed change to each cooperating church; if two-thirds of the the
cooperating churches vote for the change, then the Article of Agreement
shall be amended to conform to the proposed change. Two-thirds of the chur-
ches representing in assembly in the previous year shall be the number
determining the results.

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PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS

“BUSY SERVANTS”’
Luke 10:38-42

*“As Jesus and his disciples were on their way, he came to a village where
a woman named Martha opened her home to him. She had a sister called
Mary who sat at the Lord’s feet listening to what He said. But Martha was
distracted by all the preparations that had to be made. She came to him
and asked ‘Lord, don’t you care that my sister has left me to do the work
by myself? Tell her to help me!”

¢‘ “‘Martha, Martha,’ the Lord answered, ‘you are worried and upset about
many things, but only one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is better,
and it will not be taken away from her.” "’

I wonder what Martha did after hearing Jesus say those words? Did she
look at Him puzzled thinking, ‘“Better thing? I'm working my fingers to
the bone for Him and He says Mary has chosen the better thing? I’m serv-
ing Him fully and He wants something better?"’

Or did she look at Him thoughtfully, realizing she had been too busy
serving Him to be with Him allowing her spirit to be filled with the needed,
necessary good things?

So many times God’s children, those truly interested in serving Him,
become servants of serving rather than servants of the Father. How does
one get to that point? The word, busy, comes up so much when discussing
the Lord’s business. But that one word, busy, alone isn’t bad. It’s people
who add ‘‘too’’ to *‘busy.’” Too busy serving to find the time to spend with
our loving, waiting Saviour. How many responsibilities do you have in your
own church? Teacher? Secretary? Singer? Nursery Worker? Director?
Leader? Counselor? Being a busy church member isn’t the problem.

The majority of us here today are wives and mothers. How many respon-
sibilities do you have as a wife and mother? Friend, teacher, secretary, book-
keeper, busy wife and mother isn’t the problem.

Does Jesus miss you? I heard the story of a mother totally absorbed in
her motherly duties of cleaning, cooking, folding, putting away, satisfied
that she was completely right, completely serving her family. Her little boy
came into the kitchen and said, “‘Mommy, I miss you.”’ She stopped and
looked at him wondering what he could be thinking. He said, You’ve been
too busy to be with me all day.”’ The mother had been so busy serving
she hadn’t spent time with her little boy, loving him and teaching him. She
thought she was being so good at loving him, but he needed her near him.

Does Jesus miss you? Are we so busy serving Him that we don’t take
time to be with Him, listening to His teaching, gaining strength from Him,
and letting Him show us how much He loves us?
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Our Lord desires our service. Through it we give evidence of our com-
mitment to Him.

Deuteronomy 10:12: ‘“What does the Lord your God ask of you but to
fear the Lord your God, to walk in all his ways, to love Him, to serve the
Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul.”

Deuteronomy 13:4: ‘It is the Lord your God you must follow, and Him
you must revere. Keep His commands and obey Him; serve Him and hold
fast to Him.”

I Samuel 12:24: ‘‘Be sure to fear the Lord an serve Him faithfully with
all your heart; consider what great things He has done for you.”

Ephesians 6:7: *‘Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord,
not men."”

John 12:26: ‘“Whoever serves Me must follow after Me; and where I
am, my servant also will be. My Father will honor the one who serves Me. "

Romans 14:17,18: *‘For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating
and drinking, but of righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit, because
anyone who serves Christ in this way is pleasing to God and approved by
men.”’

Colossians 3:16: ‘“Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach
and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns,
and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God."* Notice that before
we are told to teach or encourage or sing praises, we are told to let the
word of Christ dwell in us richly. This tells me that before we can do
whatever service there is to do, that the word of Christ must have taken
root deeply in our hearts and minds. It must be the foundation of our very
actions.

Psalm 46:10: *'Be still and know that I am God."’ When I think of the
phrase, **Be still” I think of my children when they were small wiggling,
moving constantly, while I tried to tell them something. I would have to
say, ‘‘Be still,”” before they would listen to me. God says to us, ‘‘Be still”’
so we can listen to Him.

Jesus is always near and waiting for us. How often do we turn and face
Him and sit at His feet in prayer and meditation and study?

Or how often do we walk (or run headlong) ahead of Him taking for
granted that He is always behind us while we're busy filling positions and
doing the work?
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He loves us and is waiting to offer us so much strength, hope, encourage-
ment, victory, and so much more!

Don’t make Him miss you while you are so busy serving Him. Be a ser-
vant whose service includes being served by the Master.

Pine Springs Baptist Encampment Dorm Fund was recommended as the
G A project for 1989. A motion and second was made to adopt same for
their project.

A motion and second was made to pay the Recording and Corresponding
Secretaries $35.00 each.

A motion and second was made to reimburse the Corresponding Secretary
for her expenses.

A motion and second was made to reimburse Bro. Donald Britton,
Publicity Director, for the money it cost to make the poster about the State
Ladies Auxiliary work.

A motion and second was made to have the President’s Address printed
in the minutes.

Mrs. Louise Battles presented a program on *‘Installation of Officers,”’
presenting each new officer with a very beautiful silk corsage. Each cor-
sage had been lovingly made by Mrs. Fannie Pritchett.

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES

TEXAS STATE WOMEN'S AUXILIARY
ARTICLE l.— Name

The name of the organization shall be Women's Auxiliary of the

Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.
ARTICLE I1. — Definition

The Auxiliary shall be composed of messengers of the local auxiliaries of

the churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas.
ARTICLE I11. — Purpose

The purpose of this State Auxiliary shall be to encourage the women of the
local churches to be active in all phases of the work in which they have the
scriptural right to participate and to encourage the establishment of
auxiliaries in all our churches where none exist.

ARTICLE IV, — Time and Place

The State Auxiliary shall meet annually at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday before
the annual session of the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas. The place
of each meeting shall be determined by the Missionary Baptist Association
of Texas messengers.

ARTICLE V. — Officers

The officers of the State Auxiliary shall be: (1) President, (2) First Vice
President, (3) Second Vice President, (4) Recording Secretary, (5)
Assistant Recording Secretary, (6) Treasurer, (7) Assistant Treasurer, (8)
Corresponding Secretary, (9) Bible and Tract Distributor, (10) Parliamen-
tarian, (11) Girls' Auxiliary Promotional Director, (12) Assistant Girls’
Auxiliary Promotional Director (to be appointed by the Director), (13) Ad-
visory Council of 3.

ARTICLE VI, — Election of Officers

All officers shall be elected annually by nomination and majority vote and
must be a member of an auxiliary. No officer shall succeed herself more
than once consecutively except the Advisory Council and G.A. Promotional
Director.

ARTICLE VII. — Duties of Officers

SECTION I'-PRESIDENT

The duties of the President shall be:

ta) To preside over all state meetings; (b) To appoint committees as
directed by the Messenger Body; (c) To call special meetings when
necessary; (d) To be active in looking after the welfare of the work.

SECTION II—Vice Presidents

The duties of the First Vice President shall be:

(a) To preside over the meetings in the absence of the President or when
called upon by the President; (b) To perform the duties that usually devolve
upon such officers; (c) Shall be Chairman of the Committee to Stimulate In-
terest.

The duties of the Second Vice President shall be:

{a) To preside over the meeting in the absence of the President and First
Vice President or when called upon; (b) Shall be the Chairman of the
Program Committee; (¢) To perform the duties that usually devolve upon
such officers.

SECTION IlI—Secretary

The duties of the Secretary shall be:

(a) To keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings; (b) To announce
special meetings; (c¢) To prepare and read reports as instructed by the
Messenger Body; (d) To perform such other duties as may be necessary in
carrying on the work of this office.
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SECTION IV—Treasurer

The duties of the Treasurer shall be:

To receive and disburse funds as designated by the donors.

SECTION V—Corresponding Secretary

The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be:

(a) To correspond about necessary matters with the officers of the State
Organization; (b) To report through our religious papers on the activities of
Women’s Work; (c¢) To correspond with the State Officers of other State
Auxiliaries with regard to work and meetings; (d) To keep a mailing list of
Auxiliaries over the state, both active and inactive; (e) To send copies of the
State Women's Auxiliary program to each auxiliary before the state
meeting; (f) To mail a report to all Auxiliaries in April and at the end of the
year, when the programs are mailed, concerning the State Project in an ef-
fort to encourage the help of all Auxiliaries in reaching our goal.

SECTION VI—Bible and Tract Distributor

The duties of the Bible and Tract Distributor shall be:

fa) To solicit funds and receive voluntary offerings for Bible and Tract
work; (b) To keep local auxiliaries informed about the needs for the
carrying on of this work; (¢) To supply local auxiliaries with tracts for
distribution in their fields of work.

SECTION VII—Parliamentarian

The duties of the Parliamentarian shall be:

To advise the presiding officer on points of parliamentary law and also to
give similar advice to the body when they request it.

SECTION VIII—G.A. Promotional Director

The duties of the G.A. Promotional Director shall include:

(a) The promotion of existing G.A.'s; (b) Help in organizing new
auxiliaries; (c) Publication of the G.A. Newsletter as needed.

ARTICLE VIIl. — Membership

Each church shall be entitled to three messengers who have been chosen

by her Auxiliary and approved by the church.
ARTICLE IX. — Contributions

SECTION I—All contributions to this Auxiliary shall be raised by volun-
tary offerings and shall be given to the Treasurer for proper disbursement.

SECTION II—At each annual meeting, the messengers shall select, by
majority vote, a special project within the confines of the Missionary Baptist
Association of Texas, for the coming year. (a) Individual or District
Auxiliaries who shall desire to nominate a project shall be encouraged to
send a copy of the proposal to the Corresponding Secretary by September 1
so that she may include such information in a publicity letter to auxiliaries
over the state before the State Meeting; (b) Individual or District
Auxiliaries who nominate a project should be prepared to present adequate
information concerning the project; (c) All project offerings shall be given
to the Treasurer for proper disbursement,

SECTION I1I—At each annual session, a Tract Goal shall be selected. The
Bible and Tract Distributor shall receive funds for this project and make
proper disbursements.

ARTICLE X. — Reports

SECTION I—This Auxiliary shall make an annual report of work ac-
complished by the combined Ladies Auxiliaries to the messengers of the
churches which compose the Missionary Baptist Association of Texas, when
they are convened in annual session.
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POSTER RULES
1. Each auxiliary circle is encouraged to bring one poster.
2. Each girls' auxiliary circle is allowed an entry.
3. We encourage Lhe practice of lettering on all posters being done by mem-
bers of the auxiliary. A person should not be hired for the job.
4. The posters are to be representative of the work which has been carried on
throughout the past year. Pictures, facts or details should be given on the
poster, making sure the project idea is carried over clearly.
5. New projects which have been underway need to be presented on the

poser.
6. The posters should be of a uniform size—22 inches by 28 inches.

7. The name and location of the church can be placed on the front of the
poster.

8. The posters will not be judged, but are for the purpose of sharing new ideas
and projects with other ladies’ auxiliaries.

CHRISTIAN OUTREACH REPORT

auxiliaries in evaluation of our individual service to our Lord, our churches
and others.

Explanation of ‘Christian Outreach Through Ladies’ Auxiliary"”
1. Personal Visits—Any personal visit on behalf of your chureh or func-
tion of your church.
2. Hospital Visits and Visits to Sick—Any visit to a person in the hospital
or visit to sick in home.
3 Visits to Shut Ins—Any visit to a person confined at home or nursing
home because of permanent sickness or disability.
4. Comfort Visits—Any personal visit made in time of death or adverse
circumstances.
5. Telephone Calls—Any telephone call made on behalf of your church or
to show Christian concern or encouragement.
6. Cards and Letters Sent—Any card or letter sent on behalf of your chur-
ch or to show Christian concern or encouragement.
7. Bibles, Tracts or Literature Distributed—Bibles, tracts or literature
given out other than in a class situation.
8. Soul Talks—Personal talks given with the intent of soul-winning or
spiritual growth.
9. Flowers or Gifts Sent—Flowers or gifts sent in Christian love.
10. Food Gifts Sent—Food sent in time of need or to help or to encourage.
11. Christian Deeds Performed—Any deed performed in Christian love,
outside of your regular church duties.
12. Conversions Witnessed—Seeing the fruit of salvation in a field that you
helped cultivate.
13. Daily bible Reader.
